BLOCEADE RUNNERS.—A letter from Nassau,
dated Jauuary 16, states that eighteea blockade
runners were iaking in cargoes of arms, smmu-
pition, and medicines for Wilmington. Bight
vessels left there between the 13th and 16th to
run the blockade. One vessel took four one
bundred-pounders Armstrong guns. There were
over two and & balf million pounds of bacon
stored at Nassau awaiting a chance to be carried
through the blockade. Much of this bacon is
from the Northern States, sent there to run the
blockade. There were also thirty thousand En-
field rifles stored in one warehouse belonging to
the rebel Government. This letter says the cap-
jure of Wilmington will put an end practically
to the blockade running, and ruin the business
which enriched the island so enormously during
the last three years.
