Warrant under the hand and seal of such Justice, bc conimitted to the common
gaol of the district vhere such offence shall have been committed, there to re-
main for the space of eiglit days, unless such fine be sooner paid.

eron r IV. Provided always and be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid,
