The Chancellor said the expendi
ture on the army showed an increasa
of £8,000,000- over the estimates.
Loans to the Allies and the Domin-
ions had been less than the estimates
by £22.700,000.

Analyzing the expenditure under

the various heads, the Chancellor ex-
plained that the increase of £8,000,-
000 in the army expenditure was due
to the fact that the strength of the
army was greater than at the time
the Budget estimate wasg framed.
+ Regarding loans to the allies and
the Dominions, Mr Bonar Law said
the debt due Great Britain at the
end of the last financial year was
£1,332,000,000 from the allies, and
£194 000,000 - from - the Dominjons.
The debt due from the allies now, he
added had reached a total of £1,-
402,000,000, and from the Dominions
£208,500,000.

The amount that had been loaned
to Russia was £568,000,000, the
speaker said, while ito France £420,-
000,000 had been lent, to Jtaly
£313,000,000 and to Belglium. Greece
and smaller nations £119,000,000,

Mr. Bonar Law said that in 1916
Great Britain had agreed to give to
the Italian Exchequer a monthly
credit to be used to help Italian ex-
change. A similar contribution, the:
Chancellor added, was being malde
by America, and France also would
help.

The rate of interest charged, Mr.
Bonar Law said, was & per cent.,
which ‘was below the rate which the
Government was paying.

Mr Bonar Law estimated that the
last vote would carry on until the
end of August, that the estimate
would be realized, and the balance
would probably last until the first
week of September,
