When. the court openeg
the other day Hale’s counselannounced that,
the prisoner was prepared to witlidraw his
plea of “‘not guilty” of shooting with intent
to kill, and to substitute a plea of guilty to
a charge of aggravated assault. The pros-
secution agreed, and Judge Cross then im-
posed a fine of $500. The fine was paid at
once, and Hale was released. How terribly
provoking such an ending when columns of
testimony concerning the domestic relations
of this unfortunate and unhappy pair were
expected to be served up when the case came
to trial. It is to be hoped however that the
disappointed ones will survive their loss,
