WILL STICK TO PROHIBITION. 

Gov. Bo<l well Speaks lo n Gathering at

Portland, Me., July 7, 1887__A large
temperance gathering at Lake Amosa- 
gunticook in Canton, yesterday, was pro- 
sided over by Uon George D Bisbee of 
Buckfield. Hon John! Swasey of Canton 
made the opening address. Gen Neal 
Dow followed with a review of the pro­
gress of temperance reform within the 
past 50 years. Other speakers were Hon 
Hiram Knowlton and Hon Sidney Per- 
ham. Gov Bodwell arrived by the noon 
train and spoke briefly. He said .-—“The 
people of Maine, after long experience, 
are resolved to adhere firmly to prohibi 
lion. Its stringent and just provisions 
are better than any other legal methods 
yet devised to stamp out the liquor 
traffic; the vigor with which it has been 
recently enforced has caused the liquor 
sellers to enter into a kind ol conspiracy 
to break down prohibition by a bold per­
version of a decision ot the supreme 
court made 4U years ago. Until the 
United States court shall decide against 
any provisions or operations of our pro­
hibitory law, it will be our duty to en­
force prohibition against both domestic 
and imported liquor# with vigor and im­
partiality. I am sure American govern­
ment—government of the people for the 
people—will never discriminate in favor 
of a foreign article. If United States 
customs regulators need any amend­
ments so that our state laws and regu­
lations regarding a criminal and destruc­
tive evil shall not be impeded, Congress 
can easily apply a remedy, and take 
away all encouragement and hope from 
disorderly persons who are conspiring to 
break your laws and to spread broadcast 
a public source ot crime, misery and 
poverty. It may be well to ask congress 
promptly so to amend our customs regu­
lations that base men shall not have even 
a shadow of excuse for their criminal ef­
forts in law breaking. In the mean­
while, and at once, let our law be faith­
fully executed against all classes of 
alcholic liquors, without fear or favor.’’

AN IMPERIAL HIGHWAY.

Montreal, July 6,1887.—The Canadian' 
Pacific railway, in seeking to carry the 
English mails on the Pacific, has offered 
to contract for the ocean service at a 
speed of 15 instead of 11 knots, and to 
build its boats under admiralty supervi 
aion, so that they may be readily con­
verted to armed cruisers, for a subsidy 
of £100,000 per annum. In addition to 
this, it also offers to carry the China and 
Japan mails for 3,500 miles across the 
continent of America free of chargee; 
also to carry troops and government 
stores over the same distance of land and 
over the ocean at cost price, thus making 
the route an imperial highway. The 
subsidy is calculated in the price per 
mile which the British government paya 
the Peninsula* Oriental company for 
the oarriags of the Indian and China 
mails via Suez, and by this estimate the 
amount of subsidy for a fortnightly mail 
service each way between Vancouver 
and Hong Kong will be £105,000 per 
annum.

WOULD HAVE BEEN SAPE, IF !
Bfcrvte of Ibr Fidelity Bank Told by Mr.

Harper—Bribery of the Out Bier of Hie
Third Has IomI Bank.
Cincinnati, 0, July 7__E L Harper, the

vice-president of the Fidelity Bank, who 
is now in the county jail awaiting trial on 
the charge ot crooked transactions, said 
to-day that he bought stock of the bank 
the day before the failure, and on the 
Saturday before the fatal Tuesday depos­
ited $30,000. “If that bank examiner 
had not come,’’ continued Harper, “every­
thing would have been all right. At the 
time of the Handy wheat deal, the safe 
of the Third National Bank was gutted, 
not a thing in it, and an agreement waa 
entered into by five gentlemen to pay 
Ammi Baldwin, the cashier, $2,000 a 
piece for saying nothing about what was 
going on. These gentlemen were George 
Wilsbire, president of the Third National 
Bank; Wm Woods, vice-president; W Ii 
Chattield, Joseph Wilshire and myself. 
The only one who paid Baldwin $2,000 
was myself, and that is all he got for his 
services. The other four never fulfilled 
their agreement. That agreement waa 
in writing, and signed by those gentle­
men, and it is now in my possession. 
The presence of the bank examiner," 
continued Harper, “was caused by the 
activity of J D Hearn of the Third Na­
tional. Mr. Hearn became quiet all at 
oaoe and quit talking about the Fidelity, 
and the reason of that is because Mrs. 
Baldwin went to Gen Hickenlopcr, presi­
dent of the gas company, and told him 
that he must make Mr. Hearn stop talk­
ing about her husband or she would tell 
an interesting story about Mr. Hearn and 
some transactions between him and Gen 
Hickenloper. Mrs. Baldwin referred to 
the fact that the sanctimonious Bearn 
stole the books of the old Third National 
Bank, to prevent the county auditor from 
examining them to ascertain how much 
the gas company had deposited there. 
The theft was committed so that evi­
dence upon which to base a • demand 
upon the gas company for back taxes 
might be put out of the way. In that 
way the county, through Hearn’s crimi- 
inal action, was defrauded out of a large 
amount of taxes. The stolen books are 
still in existence and can be found.’’ Mr 
Harper, in concluding, told how he 
helped Chatfield and Wilshire in the 
Handy wheat deal. He said that bis 
money saved them, and if he had not 
furoiahed it, these men would be where 
he is to day.

SHOT THE OFFICER TWICE.

San Francisco, Cal., July 7, 1887.— 
Private Thomas N. Bateman, troop A, 2d 
United States cavalry, shot and killed 
1st Sergt. Samuel M. Sopher of the same 
troop at the Presidio barracks this morn­
ing. Both men paraded in this city 
with their troop yesterday, and the ser­
geant reprimanded Bateman, whom he 
found intoxicated in a liquor store at 
night. When the sergeant went into 
the soldiers’ barracks this morning to 
waken some delinquents who had failed 
to report at roll call, Bateman took his 
stand behind the sergeant and deliber­
ately shot him in the head. Sopher fell, 
and Bateman coolly reloaded his carbine 
and shot the sergeant a second time.
