Death of Judge Fisher.

A telegram was received in New-
castle on Wednesday last announcing
the death of Judge Fisher, of the Sa-
preme Court of New Brunswick, after
a short illness. His death occasioned
surprise as well as regret, as he was
of robust constitation, and but a few
davs prior to his decease was appar-
ently in the enjoyment of good hea'th,
with the prospect of vears of nseful-
ness and judicial work before him.
But such is life. The late Judge was
a son of the late Mr. Peter Fisher,

married a daughter of the late Mr. D. |

Hatfield of St. John. Studied law in
the office of G. F. Street, E-q.. at
Fredericton, and made his debut into
public life in 1837, when he was elect-
ed asone of the representatives for
York County, was re-elected in 1842
and 1846; the next general election in
1850 was defeated. but was again re-
turned in 1854, =oon after which. on
the deteat of the Street-P. telow Gov-
ernment, he entered the Manners-Sat-
ton Government as its Jeader. This
administration was defeated in 1856
on the Prohibition question, but Mr.
Fisher obtained his seat at the General
election. The News =avs that in the
general electionin 1857 the Govern-
ment of the day was defeated in an ap-
peal to the country, and Mr. Fisher
being on the winning side, entered the
new Government as Attornev General.
He, however, resigned office and his
seat in the Government in 1861 in con-
gequence of land troubles in which he
was involved.

and became Attorney General in the
Government whichsncceeded the Anti-
Confederate Government led by Hon.
