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Wednesday, July 2nd.
A semi-annual meeting of the 

County Council of tbo Municipality of 
the County of York was held at the 
Court House, in the City of Fred, 
ericton, on Wednesday, 2nd of dul^.

Thu Warden having tdten fhe chair, 
and all the Councillors being as­
sembled, called the meeting to order. 
The Secretary Treasurer called the 
roll, and there answered to their 
names :

Tho Secretary Treasurer read the 
minutes of the proceedings of the 
meetings hold last January. They 
were received and adopted.

Tho Secretary Treasurer then hand­
ed in his half-yearly accounts, where­
upon , the Warden appointed Council­
lors Jewett, Murch and Currie, a com­
mittee to examine and report upon 
them.

The Secretary Treasurer brought up 
the question of the granting of tavern 
licenses at (be January meeting. 
Licenses were then granted to Messrs. 
Segee and Staples. The licenses wore 
for six months. In filling them up 
the Secretary Treasurer said he had 
inadvertently inserted the time as ex­
tending from January to July, from 
one semi-annual meeting to another, 
which, as the licenses wore not made 
out until 23rd of January, would not 
be the full six months if they wore 
made to expire on the 1st of July. 
He submitted the matter to the Board 
for them to take what action they 
might think right.

A discussion arose on tho question 
whether the licences should bo allow­
ed to run for six months from the 
date on which they were granted, or 
expire on the date of the semi-annual 
iHPeting of July. Councillor Wilson 
contended that Segee and Staples 
knew perfectly well that when they 
took out licenses last January, that 
they would exspire on tbo 1st of 
July. The Connell ought to deal 
firmly with this matter, and îefuse 
the application for extension. The 
Secretary Treasurer said that there 
was no doubt that Segôe and Staples 
should have six month's license, and 
such was the intention of the Board 
when they granted them last January.
It was bis own fault that any question 
had arisen After further discussion, 
Councillor Murphy moved, seconded 
by Councillor Calhoun :

Resolved, That the licenses granted 
by this Board in January last, and 
uiken out, be amended by allowing 
them to run for six months from the 
date of granting by this Board.

To which resolution, Councillor 
Pinder moved an amendment :

Resolved, That the present licenses 
as drawn to expire on the semi-annual 
meeting in July stand as drawn, and 
this Board do not grant any further 
tavern licenses, as the Canada Tem­
perance Act comes in force at that 
lime.

Tho amendment being put was lost, 
and the original resolution was then 
carried by the same division, viz. :

Secretary Treasurer read a com­
munication from John Saunders, Esq., 
requesting tho Council to cause the 
shod, which was erected as a tempor­
ary market some years ago, which is 
placed against one side of the lot on 
which his house stands, to he removed. 
Xlr, Saunders says that the said shed 
11 is an inconvenience to mo as it 
entirely shuts me out on one side 
from the public street, and detracts 
considerably from the value of the 
property. On public grounds it is 
a most ugly eyesore, and a great ob­
struction, as it occupies the place of 
the side walk or platform which 
should bo laid down to tho ferry. If 
it is removed I will put up a decent 
fence, and if the Council will let me, 
will plant trees along tho pathway."

The communication was referred to 
the committee on Public Buildings 

Councillor llonry moved that Peter 
Uaining be appointed Constable dur­
ing the present session of tbo Board.

Councillor Lawson moved that 
Thomas Ratigan bo appointed a Con­
stable and Surveyor of Lumber for 
the Parish of Canterbury.

Councillor Grant objected to bis be 
ing appointed Surveyor of Lumber, 
thereupon the mover amended bis 
resolution striking out that part, and 
it was carried.

A resolution moved by Councillor 
Coburn that all parish officers ap­
pointed since January session lie 
approved, was carried,

On the motion of Councillor Murch, 
seconded by Councillor Oliver, James 
F. Jones' name was added to the 
list of Road Surveyors for the Eastern 
district of Queensbury.

On tho motion of Councillor Mur­
phy', John Pagan was appointed 
commissioner to qxpend Wild Land 
Tax in the Parish of Manners Sutton.

Vhe'Wsrdeircalle* (hé attention of 
the Board to the important question 
pending between the City Council and 
the County Council regarding the 
right of the county' to hold a free 
market in the County Court House. 
He must say that he would not go for 
giving the market up. Tho Board 
ought to take action but preliminary 
to that, be should call on the Secretary 
Treasurer to give his opinion witli 
regard to the right of the County 
Council to the market.

The Secretary Treasurer argued 
the right of the County Council to the 
said market, ond the City had none 
to interfere. He read the original 
grant, issued by command of the Pre­
sident of the Council, in support of 
his opinion, by Wiu. K. Odell, Secre­
tary, dated 22nd February, 1817, 
which set forth that James Taylor of 
Fredericton had al his own' expense 
erected a building on the parcel of 
land lying in front of block number 
one on tho town plot ol Fredericton, 
for a public market, and which by- 
Royal letters patent was established 
as a public market; that the Justices 
of the Peace of the County of York 
having found the second story of the 
same building suitable for a Court 
House, purchased the building from 
James Taylor on the 15th of January, 
1817, and received from the Council 
of tho Province confirmation of tho 
grant of the land on which it stood. 
Tho parcel of land is described, as that 
lying Southwesterly by the North­
westerly line of tbo Front Street of 
the town lot (which street measures 
four rods in breadth) ; Northeasterly 
by the water of tho river St. John, 
and Northwesterly and Southeasterly 
by lines paralell to the sides of the 
said Market House, and sixty feet 
distant therefrom; the said piece 
measuring one hundred and fifty two 
feet and containg two roods and thirty 
four perches ; saving and reserving 
that part of the same land between 
the Northeast end of the said market 
house and the margin of the bank of 
the said river, which it is declared is 
to be left open and unencumbered and 
used as â public highway for ever. 
The lot of land the grant sets forth, 
the Justioes of the Peace, for the 
County of York, for the time being, 
are to have and to hold Jar ever, in 
trust, for ghe following uses: The 
lower floor of the said building, or of 
any other building which may at any 
time hereafter be erected on the same 
site, should it bo destroyed, for a pub­
lic market place, and tho upper floor 
of the same, or any other building, 
tor the purpose of a County Court 
House for ever. The grant sejs forth 
that the land shall revoi t to the Crown 
if the Justices of the Peace shall at 
any time permit the selling of strong 
liquors in any part of the building. 
The Secretary Treasurer, in support 
of his opinion, quoted from laws of 
1856 ; 20 Vic. Cap. 17, 1857 ; 2 Vic. 
Cap. 55, 1860, section of the laws in­
corporating City of Fredericton, 1850, 
&c. On the subject of ferriage, the 
Secretary Treasurer (as we understood) 
maintained that while the City had a 
right to establish a ferry at the Coun­
ty Court landing, it could not interfere 
with the existing - rights of the 
County.

In thp conversational discussion 
which followed, in which Councillors 
Johnson, Nason, Henry, Binder and 
Coburn took part, there was a strong 
expression of opinion that the City 
had no right to interfere in the mat­
ter, and that in the face of the action 
of the City Council in establishing 
Pba-nix Square as the sole market in 
the City, the County Council should 
vindicate their right to continue to 
bold a market in the County Court 
house, and that steps should he taken 
to disabuse the minds of tbo people of 
the County that they would be sub­
jected to fine if they brought produce 
jo it, and to protect thorn if any ac­

he should he summoned before the 
Council to give an account, and there­
fore moved :—

Whereas it has lieen made to ap­
pear to the County Council of the 
Municipality of York that Robt, Mack- 
lin, Surveyor of Roads for the Parish 
of St. Mary’s for the year 1878, has 
neglected or refused to pay over 
certain moneys received by him as 
such Surveyor for the said year, and 
that he herw wrongfully detains and 
holds the same ; therefore

Re&rtved, That the said Robt. Mr.cft- 
lin be brought before this Board to 
answer said charge, and bo further 
dealt with as by law required, and 
that an order be issued accordingly to 
bring him before this Board in pursu­
ance of the Act of Assembly in such 
cases made and provided. Carried.

Sec Treasurer thereon sent con­
stable Haney with warrant to bring 
tho said Robert Macklin before the 
Board ; but the said Robert Macklin 
being advised, or receiving scent of 
the proceedings proposed to he taken 
against him, or fearing that some such 
proceeding would bo taken against 
him, hid or convoyed himself out of 
tho way, so that the constable dis­
patched by tho Board with the instru­
ment under seal wont on a bootless 
mission.

The Warden read a letter from 
Alanson McNally, Queensbury, York 
County, addressed to him concerning 
tho Burgoyne Ferry, he being ag­
grieved regarding the same and wish­
ing the matter brought before the 
Board. Ten years ago, he said, the 
Council agreed with him to build a 
horse ferry boat to accommodate the 
public for which tho Council gave 
him a license for ton years with tho 
consideration that they would renew 
it if he had a boat on hand when the 
time expired. He had made Coun 
March acquainted with the fact, but 
he wished tho right of ferry sold, but 
could find no bidders.

Councillor Murch explained how 
the question with regard to the license 
of the ferry stood, and finally after 
some question regarding the usual 
amount charged for ferry license, 
moved that a license ho granted to 
Alanson McNally at Burgoyne Ferry, 
at $1.50 for five years. Carried.

Councillor Jewett said that the fer­
ry at Crock's Point had been runnin 
years without licence. He thought 
that Mr. Lunt, who is running it now 
should take out one. Ho would there 
fore apply for a licence for Enoch 
Lunt for five years, lor 81.50. Licence 
granted on the application.

Councillor Murch said that the 
ferry licences ought to be taken out 
within thirty of their being
granted, or failing that, sold ; and 
made a motion to that effect. Carried.

Coun. Close rose and asked whether 
it was the intention of tho Hoard to 
grant tavern licences. He knew of 
parties who wished to make applica­
tion. No answer.

Councillor Wilson brought before 
the Board a matter between the 
parishes of Stanley and Douglas—the 
extension of tbo road on the lino be­
tween the parishes to Benjamin 
Moody’s, so as to give tho said Moody 
a road. Tho commissioners appointed 
concluded that they should got the 
right of way, and made personal de 
mand on the proprietors of tho land 
who would not consent until a' jury 
was called. A jury was called, who 
unanimously agreed as to the necessity 
of the extension of tho road, and the 
expenses wore laid on both parishes. 
The road could not go on until the 
damages assessed, amounting to 
$11.50 were paid. The damages ought 
to fall equally on the two parishes. 
He therefore moved,—

Resolved, That the Secretary Trea­
surer be authorized to advance I ho 
sum of $5.75 to the Parish of Douglas 
for tho purpose of defraying expenses 
in opening up a road to Benjamin 
Moody, which sum is tho amount of 
damages assessed for the owners of 
the lands through which tho road

lion was taken by the City to dispute 
their right.

A resolution was finally moved by 
Councillor Johnston and carried, that 
the market at the County Court House 
be hereby declared a fine market, and 
that the Secretary Treasurer be au­
thorized to defend, at the expense of 
tho County, any person prosecuted for 
Using the said market as a free mar­
ket.

Instructions were given to the Se­
cretary Treasurer to have the resolu­
tion printed and posted in public 
places throughout the Coqnty for the 
information of all whom it may con­
cern.

On the motion of Councillor Hoyt, 
a resolution, that the Secretary Trea­
surer be authorized to advance the

The question being before the 
Board,—

The Secretary Treasurer explained 
the nature of the extra services for

which he submitted an account for 
extra remuneration. Two or three 
year since ho was ordered by the 
Board to provide $8,600 to meet the 
railway debentures. Last year he 
was called upon to negotiate a similar 
loan. The work connected there­
with. and was very great, and not 
wilhin.-the regular duties of his office. 
He had done work in connection with 
the Administration of Justice in 1878, 
1879, and in revising the bye laws of 
the County and in drawing up Acts 
of Assembly. Altogether be did not 
think the charge of $200 too much.

Councillor Wilson was of opinion 
that the services with regard to ne­
gotiating loans, for which the Secre­
tary Treasurer asked extra remunera­
tion-wove covered by the 6th section 
of the Municipal Act. He did not 
think that ho was entitled to ask the 
Board for additional pay for revising 
bye laws and drawing up bills, and if 
liis claim wore allowed, others might 
put in theirs with equal justice. He 
would like to know what| were the 
duties the Secretary Treasurer con­
ceived ho was called upon to render 
ior the 8406 ho received as a salary.

Councillor Pinder strongly support­
ed tho claim of the Secretary Trea­
surer to extra remuneration and said 
he had expended a groat deal of time, 
labor and trouble, in business con­
nected with the Administration of 
Justice and in drafting petitions and 
drawing up bills.

Councillor Lawson also supported 
it, and said tho Secretary Treasurer 
was entitled to be paid for the work 
he had done in issuing the railway 
debentures. But it was for the Board 
to answer whether ho was entitled to 
extra remuneration or not. The com- 
mittce on Public Accounts thought 
that he was, but had referred the 
question to the full Board.

Several members of the Board ex­
pressed their opinion on the claim.

Councillor Masten thought that if 
tho bill of tho Secretary Treasurer 
was paid a great number of similar 
hills would bo handed in to the Board.

Councillor Coburn felt that this 
claim was an important matter. He 
thought that the Secretary Treasurer 
was entitled to a certain percentage 
for issuing the debentures. He would 
pay him for all services for which he 
was fairly entitled to receive payment 
but no further. If they paid the bill 
for extra services, they would open a 
door to admit many claims from other 
officials of a like nature. He did not 
like this system of paying for extras. 
Finally an amendment to the motion 
that the report of the Committee on 
Public Accounts be adopted, moved 
by Councillor Wilson,—

uesowed, that the report of the 
Committee on Public Accounts be re­
ceived and adopted, except the bill 
for $2Q0 to tin, Secretary Treasurer 
for extra services, tho payment of 
which bill bo deferred until the items 
of the said account be placed before 
the Board fir the consideration of the 
members thereof," was carried.

Councillor Murch, chairman of the 
committee on printing Bye-Laws pre­
sented report which stated that the 
committee immediately after the ses­
sion in January. advertised for ten­
ders by posters tor the period of ten 
days, that tho only tender was from 
Andrew Lipsett, publisher of the 
Agriculturist, agreeing to print, 
bind and cover 1000 copies of the 
Bye Laws per sheet of 16 pages lor 
$22.50 per sheet, that they awarded 
the printing to Andrew Lipsett, and 
that the Bye-laws are now ready lor 
distribution.

In loferenuo to some remarks which 
had been made, Conn. Wilson strongly 
denied tho imputation that the Com­
mittee had been under the influence 
of the publisher of tho Agriculturist, 
and assorted that they only acted for 
the interests of tho county. The 
hills asking for tenders had been 
posted, and there was no pretence for 
thinking that tho Committee had any 
other intention than of acting fairly 
in tho matter.

A Bye Law relating to the running 
at large of cattle and horses on Sugar, 
Savage, Keswick, and Merithew’s 
Islands, and on the intervales from 
Crock s Point down and up the Kes 
wick Stream as far as Alien's upper 
line, was read. Tho bye law set forth 
that no cattle, tic., shall be allowed 
to run at large, under fine between 
the 1st day of October and 15th of 
December in each and every year, on 
the islands, tic , named. An amend­
ment was iniidu insetting tho words, 
“ after Crock’s Point down and np tho 
Keswick Stream," on the Parish of 
Bright side."

On the motion of Councillor Jewett 
Abraham Merrithew was appointed 
field driver for the parish of Bright

The.distussionjjiai followed wont 
over much the same ground as before.
The Secretary Treasurer, it was held, 
was fairly entitled to extra rémunéra-1 
tion if it could bo shown that the ser 
vices for which ho claimed it, wore out 
side the duties of his office. Tho first j 
question to he settled was to find out, 
what actually were tho duties of the j solved
Secretary Treasurer. This question, 
it was contended, was answered by 
the terms of Sec. 6 of the Municipal 
Act, which clearly defined the duties 
of the Secretary treasurer, and the 
services for which extra remuneration 
was asked came under the definition. 
If the Secretary Treasurer was to re­
ceive pay for such services as revising 
the bye laws, some members of tho 
Board were entitled to remuneration 
also, Unless it was alleged that their 
time and labor was of no value com­
pared with those of the Secretary 
Treasurer. It was said that if the 
Secretary Treasurer had received no 
commission for issuing debentures, it 
was bis own fault, as the law allowed 
him to take a percentage and he 
should have taken it. The Secretary 
Treasurer, it was said, received inter­
est on moneys of the County lying in 
the bank until called for, with which 
the Board had nothing to do but which 
was a commission. The Secretary 
Treasurer denied this. Councillors 
Pinder, Murphy, Henry, Wilson, 
Nason, Coburn and Hoyt took part in 
the discussion.

Finally, the following resolution 
was put by Councillor Murphy—

Resolved That the sum of $266 bo 
paid to the Secretary7 Treasurer for

Why Stock Farming is Better than 
Grain Farming.

The advocates of stock brooding 
and feeding as being more desirable 
farming than making grain growing 
a specialty, he without a
reason for the i„n„ .at is within 
them. It is not a mere blind asser­
tion that the former will pay better 
than the latter in a series of years. 
It has not simply “ happened ” that 
this has been true in the past. It can 
be shown that the principles of good 
business management strongly favor 
the plan of making live stock a pro­
minent feature on the mass of farms 
of the country—certainly in the west. 
There are many farms of which this 
is not true, but they are in the minor­
ity, not the majority.

It ia an obvious principle, that if 
wo have to transport our products, 
especially long distances, it is wise to 
reduce the weight and bulk as much 
as possible. This the farmer dues in 
a marked degree where he feeds his 
grain an grass to animals instead ot 
selling these products. The compen­
sation is most marked where the 
product of the animal, as wool ur 
milk, or, better, its products, butter 
and cheese are sold ; but the homely 
proverb, that the best sack in which 
to ship corn to market is a beef hide 
or hog skin, expresses a truth forcibly 
if not elegantly.

The one great disadvantage of west­
ern agriculture compared with that 
of the east, is tho great distance from 
the great markets for farm products. 
Complaints of too high charges for 
transportation have been very com­
mon. A difference of even a small 
fraction of a cent in the frieght 
charges per pound, for shipping corn, 
may decide whether the crop is to 
give a profit or loss, for its value at 
starting is now less than half a cent 
per pound. A like difference would 
be less important in the case of pork, 
beef or mutton, still less in the case of 
chesse, butter or wool. Here is one 
indisputable advantage tho farmer 
has. It is a generally recognized 
rule, that the selling price of any 
article is largely affected by the time, 
labor, and skill required to produce 
or reproduce it.—National Live Stock 
Journal.

Spring Chickens.

F'or the first month, says Town awl 
Country, they should have been fre­
quently fed every day, and their 
allowance si. been mostly
thoroughly v Stale bread
crumbs, pouuuea u. -rs, broken 
rice and hard-boiled eggs are the best 
articles that can be given them dur­
ing this early period, for the reason 
ma. all these things are mp=t readily 
Jigestible. They eat bat very little 
wnile at this loader age any way, and 
the best is the least costly in the end. 
Thus, so far as true economy is to be 
considered, these articles will prove 
the most desirable and the most profit­
able to the young sloes.

At from one to four months old, 
chicks grow rapidly if well attended 
to. We have found the better plan 
to be, at least, until the young birds 
are two months old, or past, to con­
tinue the above style of feeding half 
the time, and alternate their daily 
allowance with a good dry mash of 
boiled potatoes and corn meal in the 
morning, mixed in equal parts. 
Twice a week, until they got to the 
ground and forge for insect food, we 
give the young birds a meal of finely 
chopped cooked coarse moat, which 
helps their growth wonderfully. In 
no case do we feed raw meat. And 
we have found this rule a good one in 
our experience.

The Poultry Yard says that hard 
boiled eggs are wholesome and nour­
ishing for chickens at an early age. 
But unless eggs are cheap, this is an 
expensive food and not indispensable. 
Bread crumbs, dry or soaked in milk, 
will answer very well for tho first 
feeding. As a staple food for the 
first few weeks some breeders recom­
mend wheat bran and coarse corn 
meal in equal parts. This should be 
scalded or cooked, and fed to them in 
a crumbly state. It is well occasion­
ally to cook the meal with moat scraps 
from tho table, or to put in a little 
grass of some sort. Boiled potatoes, 
cabbage chopped tine, meat raw or 
cooked, and lablo scraps,will all be 
relished by the little birds, and will 
help them to grow. This variety is 
more essential in tho early spring,

There are several preparations that 
will prevent and also kill the borer, 
the deadliest of all enemies to the 
squash plant, such as strong saltpetre 
and alkaline water, but they mast bo 
renewed often, as showers wash the 
salts into tho ground. The most 
effeotuul remedy that we have had 
anything to do with is coal tar, a pint 
to four gallons of water, warmed in 
the sun to make the tar dissolve freely. 
In the application, hollow out tho 
dirt for tho space of two or three 
inchc. around tho base of the stalk, 
and with a wisp of straw tied to a 
stick to form a brush, apply the tar 
water freely along the stalk for 
several inches, taking pains to stir 
the tar well into the water, so as to 
form a thin film of tar about the 
stalks. When the plants have all 
been treated, the dirt ca., bo replaced 
as if nothing had happened, leaving 
a voryunploasant bed for tho reception 
of the fly to deposit her eggs for her 
next generation The tar will not
