To Paez, who
was second in command. he appealed
for oounsel, s=aying that he could
anever crcss the river ap iong as the
Spanish gunboats were there. “If oniy
we could capture them,” the revolu-
tiopary leader chserved, “the rest
would be easy.”

Paez decided that he would have
those ships or die, and he according-
ly told his regiment of cowboys ton
follew him. Pzez himself had been a
ccwboy on the plains of the Orinoceo
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and was the idol of his men. So whet
We spurred his horse into the stream,
calling on his men to follow, of the
1,000 cowboys and their mounts, which
are taught to swim as well a® 0
gallop, there was not = single mar to
hold out in this unique assault upen
the runboats. .
