Had this Grammar School received that 
attention from the Counties’ Council wh:ch ' 
the municipal law impowers them to do, our 
Gin in mar Selioolat Goderichfromthe supe­
rior abilities of the principal teacher thereof, 
some of its pupils would be, 1 thi'-k, in a very 
different situation in lifo now to that which 
some of them occupied in the year forty nine. 
Had Mackenzie Wallace and William Camp­
bell liven sent by the Counties’ Council for 
scholarships to the Universities at Toronto, 
the expense, w hich would be but small com­
pared with the gical benefit which would he 
derived by these parties and the general satis­
faction that would be felt throughout the rate­
payers generally. This, I think, never cost 
our Counties’ Council a thought and I cannot 
help thinking over the matter, remote as it 
is, for 1 must say that there is no time that 
meet cither of these two young er.cn 
which I have here mentioned, for I never can 
be changed from the opinion which I formed 
of these two young men—that is, had they 
with* their natural talent the advantage ui a 
superior education, poor Mackenzie Wallace 
would not he roving through a foreign coun­
try away from the care of a loving mother, ' 
and 1 also feel confident that William Camp­
bell would Le in a very different situation 
from his present one.

The town of Goderich is an integral part 
of the municipality, one of the municipalities 
of the United x’ouuties of Huron und Bruce, * 
yet we are treated as though we were a sepa­
rate county. The Counties have their High 
Constable here in the person of Mr. 'freiner, 
so has the town ijn the person of Mr. Smaill ; ' 
the Counties have their Inspector of Weights 
and Measures, . and the, town of Goderich baa 
to pay this very inspector of Weights and 
Measures Ç12 for his services in this town 
for the currant, and has Ills fees for all-bis 
service. Then, the constabulary force of the 
Counties arc paid at the several Quarter Ses­
sions of the Peace, but the constables of the 
town of Goderich have to fall back on the 
unfortunate ratepayers of the town where 
without fail they must receive their pay iu 
full from the over liberal Council.
