Comimittee of Commons Reports—
Total Struck Off $1,897,646.

Ottawa, Ont., May 7.—The special
committee of the House of Commons,
appointed at the instance of  H. B.

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RUSSIAN FUGITIVE ARRESTED.

Long Arm of Czar Reaches Out and
Jan ' Buchelz Arrested in Manitoba.

Winnipeg, May 5.—Charged with
conspiring to murder one of his fellow
countrymen in an obscure country
place in Russia, three years ago, the

The Russian police have been
afier the man-for a long time, and, as-
certaining: that -he was in Canada,
they got in touch with the Federal de-
partment of justice, and thenee to
Manitoba, and the man was taken
near Sifton. The news of his pre-
sence in Canada leaked out through
correspondence from a friend here to
another friend in Russja, stating that
he had seen Jan in Manitoba. The
Russtan authorities have a fashion
of knowing what passes through the
mails, and hence they knew Jan was
here.

The crime which it is alleged was
commmtted bv the prisoner was in the
parish of Raddn, in the district of
Mitava-Vansk, in the government of
| Couriland, on July 10, 1906. The
charge is .that he conspired to mur-
der Jan Luman. The prisoner rented
a farm to Luman, and then some
dicpute arose, in consequence of
jwhich Buchgelz took flegal action to
get Luman off his farm, but failed.
Then it is_ alleged that he hired a
man on the promisze of 50 roubles to
murder Luman. The hired -man, it
is said, went to Luman’s house with
a letter as a preétext, and as Luman
was standing on his doorstep opening
the letter on the warm summer day,
it is alleged that the hired thug drew
a revolver and ehot him. The bul-
let fortunately took effect only in the
ann. The would-be murderer at
once made off as dast as he eould,
but was captured by the local police
next day. He was so frightened
that to save himseH as muech as pos-
gible he “squealed” and told of the
alleged conspiracy of Buchgolz.

RABIES IN NEW YORK STATE.

Death of Five Persons and Many
Animals Caused by Dog Bites.

Albany, N.Y., May 5.—During the
pasi few months rabies has become
widespread in New York State than
ever before, according to a statement
today by Commissioner Pearson, of
the State Department of Agriculture.
He says there are now thirty-six
quarantines in effect, covering fifty-
six towns, four villages and the cifies
of Albany, Elmira, Hudson, Troy,
Schenectady, Watertown, Auburn,
Gentéva and Binghanipton. Under
the agrieultural law i. i3 the rule of
the 'state department to require dogs
1o be muzzled in the presence of
rabies, and the muzzling requirement
is continued at least sixty days.

As justification of the muzzling re-
quirement, says Commissioner Pear-
son, ‘“this practice is in effeet in
other states, as well as in many places
in the state, here disease has been en-
tirely, stamped out by preventing its
transmission by dog-bite. In Great
Britain rabies were exceedingly mpre-
valent a few years ago, but after an
extending period of muzzling it was
completely and permanently stamped
ut.

Commissioner Pearson says that
within a fewv months five persons bit-
ten by rabie dogs have died and
tirere have been alréady a mmmber of
deaths among cattle, sheep and swine.

Commissioner Pearson has received
a telegram from the health authori-
ties at Lewiston, Niagara county, urg-
ing that a quarantine be laid there at
once because of the presence of rabies.
It was renorted that a rabie dog weént
through that sectiofi a few days ago,
biting- several dogs -and a horse. The
horse ‘hag bitten Dr. Wend, a veterin-
ary of Tonawanda. The horse has
since sHown positive symptoms of
rabies afid Dr. Wend' is taking pre-
vendative treatment.. An  investiga-
tion is being made.
