out of you to do even that little thing
with the I-haven’t-a-moment-to-sparae
feeling.

There is. a vast satisfaction,
course, in tucking some bothersome
iuty into a stray moment, but if you

| have to. crowd the moment to do it, i

don’t think it pays.

For I have noticed again and again
that it takes just about twice as much
out of me to do a thing when I have
a limited amount of time than it does
to do it at my leisure.

long_story he travelled 600  miles,
typewriting all the way, rushed to the
office, delivered the eopy, rushed back
to the depot and took another train
back over the 600 miles in about 24
hours.

“But I think I lop off at least six
months of my life every ‘time I try
to live at that pace,” ‘he ended.

Of course he does.

Anyone who hurries Tike that al-
ways does.

Haste makes waste not only .of ma-
terials, but also of vitality.

And the worst of it is that the most
of the hurrying we do isn't a matter
of necessity at all, but just a matter
of habit.

I feel that especially when I am on
a car that passes over a line where
the cars run every moment or two,
and see people run_themselves out of
breath and drop into a seat exhausted
just to-get a particular car, when the
loss of it ‘would mean not more than
two minutes' waiting.

They chase after the car not be-
cause they need the two minutes, but
because it's part of the hurry habit.

And it’s that habit undoubtedly that
gives America its absurdly large pro-
portion of nervous breakdowns.

But the people who really accom-
plish the most in the long run are
almost always these who never hurry.

They move right along. They don’t
dwaddle, but they never rush.

For they know that he who makes
haste slowly is pretty apt to make
the most haste in the end.

And besides accomplishing more
than the rushers they are very much
pleasanter to live with.

For the rushers not only wear and
tear themselves, but also everyone
about them.

On the whole don’t you think a little
study of the fine art of unhurried liv-
ing might be a good thing for a good
many people?

And, maybe, you among them?
