Two Big Oil Tankers 
Arrive in Port

ONE OF THEM DISABLE II.
T-he s.s. Muskagee, Capt. Tillman, 

came into port last evening, towing 
the s.s. Shabonee, Capt. Chambers, 
the latter ship being disabled. The 
Shabonee was bound from an Ameri­
can., port to the Old Country with a» 
cargo of oil. Boisterous weather was 
encountered -with the result that the 
ship lost her propeller on Monday 
last. The Shabonee then began to 
drift about helplessly. Distress sig­
nals were sent out by wireless and in 
the course of a few hours the s.s. 
Muskagee, of the Standard Oil Com­
pany, and which was also bound to 
an English port oil laden, hove in 
sight and later took the disabled 
steamer in tow and brought her to 
port. The Muskagee is a 7,000 ton I 
ship and the Shabonne is a 5,000 ton­
ner. Neither were ever here before. 
Messrs. Bowring Bros., Ltd., are the 
agents for both ships, Mr. Tasker 
Cook looking after supplies. The dis­
abled ship will be dry docked and a 
new propeller shipped. Her rescuer 
will resume her voyage this evening.
