His sermons were not elaborate essays on
subjects that his hearers generally never
bother their heads about. 'And they were
not required to learn a new language be-
fore they could understand them. He was
neither mystical nor philosophical— that
is philosophizal in the ordinary sense of
the term. He is philosophical and pro-
foundly philosophical with all his appar-
ent simplicity and artlessness. He adapts
" the means he uses to the ends he desires
to accomplish with exquisite skill. This is
true philosophy. The other sort, though
exceedingly solemn and imposingly pre-
tentious, is, when closely examined, for
the most part the merest quackery. Mr.
Moody knows the people. He has, be-
come a master in an art which is not
taught in schools and which has no place
on the curricula of colleges. To the
conventional ‘‘scholar” he must be a
mystery. The student who spends years
in schools and colleges, the chief object of
which seems to be to increase the distance
between him and the ‘‘masses” whom«he
is professedly qualifying himself to teach,
if he desires to be successful in the way
that Moody aud Jones and Spurgeon and
Talmadge have been successful, must
make haste to unlearn much that he has
been ‘taught, and to learn many things
which as a student he despised. - The way
to the heart and the understanding of the
people is not through the institutions of
learning as they are now. conducted. A
man may leave them knowing much of
books but nothing of men. But the man
who makes the teaching of men the pro-
fession of his life must by some means
get a knowledge of the material on which
he is to labor. Every workman, no mat-
ter what his trade may be, is convinced of
the truth of this, but the average clergy-
man, though carefully taught many things
that are of little use to him in his profes-
sion, must pick up his knowledge of men
and their thoughts and ways as best he
may. The consequence is that very many
of them pass their lives in the perform-
ance of what they believe to be their
duties without *understanding the people
they endeavor to teach, or being under-
stood by them. This: is * why
the pulpit is becoming unpopular and ser-
mons are regarded as a bore, or a8 an inflic-
tion that for duty’s sake or decency’s sake
must be borne with patience and resigna-
tion.

“Qur Boys” and British Sailors Have a Good

THE PRESIDENT INTERVIEWED.

New York, Oct. 28.—The World’s
Washington correspondent telegraphs an
interview with the President this evening
upon the subject of Sackville West. The
President declines to say what had been
done; he said ‘‘there must be no unseemly
haste; all due dignity and regard for
amenities that must prevail between two
governments friendly to each other must
be observed. The people must be patient
and they must be assured that everything
has been done that we consistently could
do,” The President was asked if he
thought the publication of the Sackville
letter would have any effect upon the re-
sult of the election. His reply was guard-
ed; he said: ‘It is quite impossible for
me to judge accurately, but I have every
confidence in the intelligence and good
sense of the people and do not think they
will be mislead by an episode of this char-
acter.” He also said he could not com-
prehénd how a British Minister could
have failed to understand the full intent
of the letter of enquiry which entrapped
him. The President declined to answer
a direct question as to whether
any demand had been made on the
British’ Government for Sackville’s recall.

EXCITEMENT IN CALIFORNIA.

Pomono, Cal.,, Oct. 29.—The excite-
ment over the Murchison affair is great.

WasnINGTON, Oct. 30.—By direction of
the President the Secretary of State to-
day informed Lord Sackville that for
causes heretofore made known to Her
Majesty’s government, his continuance in
his present official position in the United
States is no longer acceptable to this gov-
ernment, and would consequently be d--
trimental to the relations between the
two countries. The unds of this ac-
tion pn the part of the United States are
stated in a report of the Secretary of State
to the President, dated the 29th instant,
which is as follows: ;

““DEPARTMENT OF STATE,
*Washington,D.€., Oct. 29, 1888.

“T'o the- President:— The undersigned has
the honor to submit for your. considera-
tion the following statement with a view
to receive your directions thereon. On
the fourth of September last a letter, pur-
rting to be written by one Charles F.
urchison, dated at Pomona, Cala., was
gent from that place to the British min-
ister at:this capital, in which the writer

any disputes or controversies with the
United States, or with an intent to de-
feat the measures of the government of
the United States. Those penalties are
made equally applicable to

EVERY CITIZEN OF THE UNITED STATES,

not duly authorized, who counsels, ad-
vises, or assists in any such correspond-
ence with similar unlawful intent. The
undersigned respectfully advises that the
attention of the attorney-general of the
United States be directed to these en-
actments, in order that an investigation
may be made with a view to ascertain
whether they have not been violated in
the present case by the correspondence of
the British minister. By your direction
the attention of the British government
has, in a spirit of courtesy, been called to
the conduct of the minister as above de-
scribed, but without result.

It therefore becomes necessary for this
government to consider whether, as guar-
dian of its own self-respect and of the in-
tegrity of its institutions, it will permit
further intercourse to be held through the
present British minister at the capital. It
is to be observed that precedents are not
wanting as to the question under consid-
eration. It is the settled rule, essential
to the maintenance of international inter-
course, that the diplomatic representative
must be persona grata to the government
to which he is accredited. If by his con-
duct he renders himself persona non grata,
an announcement of the fact may be made
to his government. In the present case,
all the requirements of courtesy have
been fulfilled, the facts having been duly
communicated to Her Majesty’s govern-
ment, with an expression of. opinion of
this government in regard thereto.  Re-
spectfully submitted.
