Caprivi, who, a few days ago, declared 
in the Reichstag that the Conservatives 
were the supporters of Rector Ahlwardt. 
On behalf of the Conservative party Man- 
teuffel disclaimed any indention of carrying 
on a demagogic propaganda. They never 
made their attitude toward the army bill
dependent upon concessions in other 
matters.

Caprivi replied, and referred to the re­
port published in the Kreuz Zeitung of a 
recent meeting of Conservatives. He said 
he drew from this report the conclusion 
that they had sympathy for the man who 
had been condemned by the judges of the 
land as an asperser of the army. This 
statement was greeted with cries of “ Oh, 
oh,” by the Conservatives. Continuing, the 
Chancellor said he was satisfied now to find 
that the party declined to identify itself 
with Ahlwardt.

Dr. Lieber, of the Centre party, declared 
that the Centrists would only support 
two-years’ service clause of the bill under 
the existing organization, and would oppose 
the increase in the number of soldiers 
provided for in the bill. They would, 
he added, oppose other points in 
the measure. In the course of his
remarks Lieber made extended reference to 
the relations existing between Germany 
and the Vatican. He laid particular 
phasis upon the statement that the Central 
party would not dream of demanding the 
restoration of temporal power to the pope 
as the price of the Vatican’s sanction of the 
triple alliance.

Archbishep Ireland Declares That Monsignor 
Satolli Has the Pope’s Hearty 

Sanction.

St. Paul, Dec. 16.—Archbishop Ireland 
in an interview to-day as to the contra­
dictory reports circulated regarding Mon­
signor Satolli, said the reports that th 
latter had been recalled, were absurd. They 
had been circulated by those who suffer de­
feat by his presence, and would be delighted 
to create public opinion adverse to his in­
fluence. The Archbishop said those who 
were sincere in regard to the school question 
should be now satisfied after hearing the 
Pope’s views through Monsignor Satolli, on 
such a burning question. The Archbishop 
added that Mgr. Satolli’s address at the 
conference of archbishops in New York had 
received the Pope’s approval, and that the 
controversy was finally settled. Mgr. Sa­
tolli had received ample power to settle all 
disputes between the bishop arid priests. 
He is to have two assistants from the 
eminent clergy, and his decision is final. 
The archbishop was of the opinion that 
Mgr. Satolli would finally become the regu­
lar delegate apostolic in power. Conclud­
ing, he eulogized the plan set forth by Mgr.

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MODERN HERESIES.
Dr. Briggs Gets Back on His Accusers by 

Contrasting the Confession With 
the “Logotf.”

CAN ADA New York, Dec. 1$.—In his argument 
yesterday, Dr. Briggs took up the second 
charge, which alleged that he 
the Bible to the church and reason as the 
sources of Divine authority in his cele­
brated inaugural address. He said : 44 He
recognized that the Scriptures are really 
the greatest authority of the Christian re­
ligion. He thought, however, that the 
authors of the Westminster confession had 
not sufficiently recognized that the logos 
was the light of the world as taught in the 
prologue of John’s gospel. If the Presby­
terian doctrines, as taught by the Wesmin- 
ster confession, were alone accepted and 
better believed, and if the more liberal 
modern Presbyterian church reflected them, 
then must the soldiers of the Salvation 
Army, the members of the Society of 
Friends, the unnumbered heathens and the 
unbaptized children of Baptists be 
sidered eternally lost. He, for one, 
not willing to subscribe to any such bar­
barity. The Confession of Faith did not 
recognize that the word should be illumi­
nated by the spirit of God in the heart. 
The heathen could be saved by the shining 
of the logos in their minds, and not by 
their belief in a Bible they know nothing of.

“As the Pharisees of old were rebuked by 
Christ for maintaining that they alone 
possessed all the goodness, so now should 
these modern Pharisees of the Presbyterian 
church be rebuked for denying salvation to 
millions who do not subscribe to their nar­
row belief. Reason, said Briggs, is acknow­
ledged to be the greatest endowment God 
has given us. It is the holy of holies of 
human nature; the presence chamber of 
God within the soul, into which the divine 
spirit enters when he would influence man; 
and in which our Saviour dwelt. Speaking 
of the Salvation Army, Briggs said it is 
significant that right at the close of our 
century we have a great organization out­
side of the church, without the ministry of 
sacraments, which seeks above all things 
the salvation of the lost, and which en­
deavors to impart full salvation to all the 
people.” The remainder of the reply, 
which is very long, then went over.
