FIRE AND FOG,

The Dangers of Navigation Empha-

sized—Moodyville Walled .
lp by Pire. .

Situation on the Mainland Far From

Cheering—The Otter Point
Bridge Gone.

The mournful tolling of the harbor - fog
bell and the frequent sound -of the Raoce
Rocks alarm were not required to tell resi-
dents that it'was a foggy day..
