Long Expected Struggle in
United States Congress Be-
gan Today When !umber
Clauses Came Up

Washington, D.C., May 22.—At last,

and after long walting, the lumber
schedule was today given its inning
in the senate. When, shortly before
noon, the Iumber paragraph was
reached, Mr. McCumber, of North Da-
kota, presented his amendment pro-

viding for free lumber instead of $2
per thousand as in the Dingley law,
and $1 as provided by the house bill
The action precipitated the 1long
threatened fight, and it was evident
from the beginning that the ground
would be stubbornly contested. This
agreement reached yesterday, there
was no vote today, so that from the
beginning the field was left entirely to
the debaters.

Mr. McCumber declared that the
lumber industry needed no protective
tariff duty. There was, he said, no
danger that all the American lmber
mills would be closed because of for-
eign competition. The increasing de-
mand for these forest products tends
to kéep up the prices. He insisted that
the industry of the United States had
reached its height, and urged that free
lumber would partly supply the Amert-
can market with a product that could
not be supplied from American forests
without exhausting them,

Senator Elking, West Virginia, de-
fending the lumber interests accused
the. Senator from North Dakota of be-
ing a “Spotted protectionist” favoring
protection on products of his own state
but not on those of other states.  Mr.
Elkins protésted that there could be no
protection in spots and declared he was
from the south, a section which could
not afford to have its products placed
on-the free list. He cantended . that
there was no danger of the timber sup-
ply of thé country becoming exhaust-
ed, but argued that the lumber indus-
try would suffer disaster should lum-
ber from Canada come into the United
States free of duty. Senator Scott sup-
plemented the remarks of his~ col-
leagues with an earnest appeal for a
higher duty on lumber. .

WO0O0D SCHEDULE
BEFORE SENATE TODAY

No Vote Will Be Taken But Senator
Aldrich May' Ask to Have
Day Fixed

Washington, D. C., May 22—The
wood schedule will be before the sen-
ate today, and several addresses will
be made, relating especially to the
duty on lumber. According to general
understanding no vote will be taken
on any schedule. Several senators are
ta be relieved from constant atten-
dance on the sbssions of the senate in
order to Aattend to their correspon-
dence. Although Senator Aldrich gave
notice yesterday that he probably
would ask’ the senate today to fix a
day for voting on the tariff bill and all
amendments it is believed that he will
not make that request until Monday.

Water €ommissioner Raymur
Declared This Morning That
Alarmist Reports of Elk Lake
Are Not Justified

“There is no immediate danger of
Victoria suffering from lack of water.”

Thus stated water commissioner
Raymiur this merning. The alarmist
reports regarding the low level of Bk
Lake, he averred, were unjustified. It
was true that it was now thirty-one
inches below high water mark, that it
was fifteen inches below what it was
at this time last year, but it was not
yet anything like approaching its orig-
inal level. When Victoria went to-that
gource in 1873 the water was rajsed
seven feet. 8ince then it had mnever
been within twenty inches of that
point.

With the growth of population, the
commissioner explained, there was no
doubt that Elk Lake would not be able
to do duty for long but he emphatically
denied the reports that there was dan-

r of serious trouble during the next
two or three years.

“The new distribution system al-
ready has had a good effect,” Mr. Ray-
mur continued. ‘“This time last year
we were receiving many compiaints.
There haven't been any during the past
couple of weeks. The influence of our

Under the proposed treaty Canada
will. grant reductions on imports from
Germany of high class textile pro-
ducts, drugs, books, soaps, artificial
flowers, feathers, wines, spirits, ready
made clothing and porcelain.

Germany- will grant Canada reduced
rates on agricultural implements and
typewriters, cattle and agricultural
products. 3

Consul: Wilirich points out that
Great Britain has always enjoyed the
advantage of bringing her goods to
Canada nnder the preferential tariff,
while ‘Germany was compelled to
a surtax over and above the duties,
under 'the general tarlff schedule. The
treaty will promote more friendly
commercial intercourse between the
{wo countries.
