To head off this 
movement Morley in 1882 introduced the 
old age insurance scheme. The Socialist 
speakers were arrested for the public ex­
pression of their views, bat by sheer insist-

The various strikes of the workers of 

London were referred to, as well as the 
Trafalgar-equare riots, where 80,000 were 
present, and a few of the many victories 
won in the interests of the workers were 
referred to.
