TALKED OF ‘SCRAP AND I

AND IMPROVEMENT OF THE OiNA-
DIAN *“ PUDDLED BAR”

By Incressing the Duty on Scrap Iron
te $3 Per Ton-—-Increase of the Pig
Yron Output Under Protection—The
Clause Carned-—-Expors Duty on Logs
Asked, >

Orrawa, Ont., May 4.—Early in the
ternoon the House went into Committee
Ways and Means and proceeded with
-the discussion of the duties on *‘metals and
manufactures of metals.” First was taken
up the item of scrap iron and steel, the
_duty on which it was proposed to increase
from $2 a ton to $3 and after Jan. 1, 1895,
to $4 per ton. o8 ‘

Hon. Mr. Foster explained that the Gov-
ernment had to meet a very general de-
mand for a lessening of iron prices
and the problem to solve was to make the
commodity cheaper without destroying the
iron-producing industry of the country.
The Government therefore adopted in part
a system of bounty that would compensate
for the reduction in bar iron and steel.
Since 1887, altho there has been a
bounty on the pig iron and a (pro-
tection on the bar iron, yet large importa-
tions’ of scrap iron were made, and
this to a very great extent took the place
of puddled bar, giving an inferior
quality of bar iron and discouraging the
working up of the ore to pig iron, thence
to puddled bar, and thence to bar iron. To
offset this tendency the only ree was
o increase the duty on scrap iron.
Implement Men Do Nut Use Scrap Iron.

Hon: Mr. : Laurier claimed that nothin
so well illustrated the falsity and danger o!
the protective principle than this very in-
crease in the duty oh scrap iron. Here
the Government had gone to work
and reduced the duty on agricultural im-
plements from 25 to 20 per cent.
and at the same time increased the duty on
raw material, the scrap iron, against the
original duty upon which there had been
complaints in plenty.

Hon. Mr. Foster was sure the leader of
the Opposition was mistaken. The manu-
facturers of agricaltural implements did
not care a hill of beans about the
duty om scrap iron. The duty had
been lowered on -all the material
they used, pig iron, bar iron and steel. The
only people who had any ground for com-
plaint were the rolling mill owners.

Mr. McMullen complained of the system
of taxing the consumer of this description
of raw material rather than by a bonus
given out of the general fund, making up
the difference to the pig iron producer.

The Annual Output of Fig Iron, A

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper pointed

.out - ‘that during the comstruction
of new furnaces at - Ferron, ° Pic-
ton county, pig iron was sold in
Toronto at $22 a ton; after that furnace had
been a while in operation the price was $15.

Mr. MacDonnell (Algoma) showed the
development that had taken place in the
jron industry.~ The production last year
had been some 53,000 tons, and only un-
certainty as to the fiscal policy would re-
tard large investments in our ‘iron re-
‘sources.

In the course of further discussion Sir
Charles Hibbert Tupper read a atate-
ment of , the output, showing a
total of 63,800 tons of pig iron and the em-
ployment of about 1600 hands, and it was

. gtated at one time in the course of the year
that pigiron was being sold as the Nova
Scotia furnaces quite as low as the prices of
Scotch pig iron in Glasgow.

Hon. Mr. Davies protested against
the continuance ot  the duty  in
view of this statement, whereupon the
ministey quoted Mr. Mulock’s statement that

the Alabama furnaces had been

Toronto lower than eivher Scotch or

(Oapadian. It was against this demoralized

mark¢t that the Canadian furnaces required
protéction.

Protection Has Been Beneficial, il

Mr. Chesley admittad that protection by
way of duty and bonus had, in the
past three years, increased the out-
put about 100 per cent, but - he
saw in this proposal to increase the
duty on scrap an effort fo compel the rolling
mills to erect puddliebar furnaces so as to be

¢ able to use the Canadian pig iron. This
would be costly, and besides, the Canadian
furnaces did not produce a sufficient variety
to give the necessary grades, so that the
result of increasing the duty' on scrap iron
would certaialy beto raisethe price ot merch-
antable bar iron. He protested also against
the proposal to the increase in steel
clippings because it would increase cost of
nail plate and consequently of . nails, He
would prefer a bounty to the pig-iron
furnaces to encourage them to produce
puddle bars. [Opposition applause. ]

Mr. McMullen favored a bonus oy
puddle bar in lieu of a duty on scrap iron.

An Iron l’ollc} For Ontario. -

Mr. Maclean (East York) hoped that
hereafter it would be made conditional in
the granting of railway subsidies that
the rails be made of Canadian iron or steel
rolled in Canadian mills. He "believed in
an iron policy for Ontario.

Hon. Mr. Mills: Then Sir Oliver Mowat
Yas converted you.

Mr. Maclean: Quite the = other way.
We've converted him; he’s taking our’iron
policy on which to appeal to the Ontario
‘armers at & very crucial period. [Hear,
jear. ]

The item carried.

Steel and Iron Olippings.

Hon. Mr. Foster then moved -that the
juty on iron or steel, being pieces,
punching or clippings of boiler plate, and
the like; also old railway iron for rolling
be $4 per ton. . .

Mr. Chesley protested that this would
Increase the cost of the preduction of cut
nails, e

Hon. Mr. Foster pointed out that this
was a reduction in the duty, the old rate
having been 30 per ceut., or .about
$4.80 per ton. If the rolling mills
had been . getting this ‘material in
a scrap iron at $2 per ton it was an
onfair advantage; - The item passed, as did
also the rest placing iron in pigs, étc., at
$4, but the proposed duty of 10 per ceat.
on ferro manganese was changed to five.

A JUROR IN THE HOSPIAL

The Strain Too Much for Juror Ohap-
man and He Topples Over in His Seat
~Taken to the Hospital—The Oase
May Have to Be Postponed—The Evi-
de for the Pr jon Nearly allin,

The great atrain of sitting day and night
in a icrowded court room told on one of the
jurors in the Evans poisoning case last
night. The rather sensational evidence of
the day came to a climax at 8 o'clock in the
evening, when Emanuel Chapman toppled
over in his seat from a fit of nausea. :

This brought the trial to a speedy close,
and ‘court adjourned pénding the recovery
of the juror.

The evidence of the day was not distin-

uished by any stnrt.ling developments.
he ,case for the Crowsn |is not yet com-
leted, and there seems to be little Hke-
ihood that the trial will 99 finished _ to-
nighs.

Dr. Arthur Jukes -Johnson said" that
as the illnéss of Juror Chapman was
caused by a chill it might prove serious,
and every precaution would have to be
taken. 3

When the case was commenced the courk
room was again crowded. To thewright of
the court sat a large delegation of women,
friends of the Evans, who anxiously fol-
lowed the cAse. The prisoners maintained
their same/indifferent bearing all through

the day.
{ Cooney Bought Strychnine.

Dr. Louis H. Campbell, the first witness
of the day, said he sold George Osman 20
grains of strychnine on Jan. 4, at Brad-
ford. | Osman signed a receipt for it in-the
“poison book,” which was produced.

Mrs. Eliza. Wilson of Newmarket sold
IM: on Jan. 2 to a man who said
he came from ‘Sharon. She could no$ tell
who he was.

Thought It Was Sf{rychnine,

Dr. Howe, who was called  to attend
Walter Evans when he was sick, was the
next witness.

“On January 2, I was telegraphed to

to Sharod,” he said to Mr. Clate.
“When I arrived I found Walter Evaas in
bed attended by his wife abd some other
people. He was suffering from spasms, his
arms and legs twitching and his jawe set
tight. The spasms were very severe and
left him very weak. I gave him some
powders containing opium to enable him to
rest easily and on the third day Evans was
welli On Jan. 6 I was .again telegraphed
for. Ifound Evans again suffering from
the same kind of an attack, From the
symptoms I think he was suffering from
poison, strychnine I should say.”

Have you any doubt abous 'it? asked
Mr, Clute.—A. None at all.

Might Have Been Decayed Vegetable
Matter.

On cross-examination the witness said
that decayed vegetable matter would’ pro-
duce the same symptoms. He could not
swear that strychnine was used. He had
not had much experience with strychnine.
1t was quite possible that some of the opium
and ealomel powders might have been spill-
ed into the currant jam. AVhen he was
first called he £hought Evans was suffering
from muscular rheumatism, coupled with a
prolonged drunk. Mrs. Evans said that
the oysters had made her husband sick.

John Kavanagh, postmaster at Sharon,
visited Walter KEvans when he was
sick on Jan. 2. Mrs. Evans told
him that Walter had been eating pink
oysters and they made him sick. The
witness said that Mrs. Evans had always
been attentive to her husband and a good
wife, although a trifle flighty.

Kind to Her Husband, —\

Alfred McCarthy of Keswick was at the
Sharon Hotelon Jan. 2. Evans was sick.
Mrs. Evans seemed fo feel very sorry for
her husband. /

Mrs., Emily Bremner said that AMrs.
Evans seemed very fond of her hxsband,
She bent over him and kissed Aim and
seemed to feel very bad, and she wid er{-
ing and did all she could to help her husb-
and. ‘

Mrs. Margaret Evans, sister of Walter
Evans, was next called. Mrs. Evans is
married to Arthur Evans, her cousin. She
said :

+On Jan. 3, I went tosee my brother.
He was sick in bed. Both Lottie Evans
and Walter said that the oysters which
Walter had eaten were pink. On the same
day I eaw Mrs. Evans and
Charles Pegg talking' together in- a
room downstairs. Walter was asking for
his wife and I told Lottie to go up tohim.
She said: ‘T’ll be up .in a little while.’
When I went upstairs Walter asked me
who Lottie was salking to and I told him
Rodney Wilson. sl did not want to tell him
the truth, because it would make him feel
bad. After Pegg had gone Lottie went
upssairs.”

t An Attack of Lockjaw.

What happened on Friday evening ?—A.
Lottie told me to ‘go upstairs and give
Walter a powder. She said that he had re-
fnsed to take medicine from her. She told
me that the powder was on the end
of the bureau, the only one there. I went
to Walter’s room and tound that there was
one powder on the end of the bureau, where
Lottie told me to find it. There were
others on the other end of "the bureau. I
gave him the powder ina dish of stewed
apples.’ Then I went out to another house.
In a few minutes I was sent for and found
Walter in a very bad condition. He
seemed to be paralyzed and just able to
speak. I asked Lottie if she had given him
the powder the doctor bhad left. and she
said she could not because his jaws were
locked. The attack lasted tor an hour and
a half. The doctor arrived, and by midnight
Walter was much improved.

Another Family Skelegon,

Mr. Murdoch then commenced the cross-
examination. He started in with an en-
quiry into the history of Mrs. Evans.

When were you first married?—A.
Fifteen or 16 years ago. I cannot tell you
the date.

You were married to Alexander Mec-
Kinnon?—A. Yes.
| Where is he now?—A. You tell me and
I’ll tell you, -

Will you please answer my question?—A.
I'do not know where he is.

Why did Alexander McKinnon leave you?
=—A. Idonot know.

\Was it in consequence of your running
around with Arthur Evans instead of at-
tonding to your husband?—A. No, sir.

When did he léaye you?—The witness did
pot answer the question, and asked His
Lordship if she was compelled to tell ber
past hife.

His Lordship held that she was not
oBliged to answer, and the witness refused
to answer.

When did you marry Arthur Evans?—
A. I decline to answer.

Did you ever marry Arthur Evans?—A.
Yes.

Where?—A. In Detroit.

Will you tell me when?—A. I decline to
answer.

Mr, Fullerton examined Mrs. Evans, who
detailed part of a conversatiop she over-
heard between Pegg and Mrs. Léttie Evans.
Then Mr. Clute commenced his re-direct
examination, and asked how long it was
since McKinnon left, and she said he had
departed eight years ago, leaving her to
keep the hotel alone.

rank Evans, brother of the alleged ‘in--
tended victim, called at the Sharon Hotel
on the evening of Jan. 6. He noticed that
his brother seemad to be affected with
spasme. Witness ‘saw Pegg talking to
Maggie Reid. A few minutes afterward
he saw Osman and Pegg talking together.
He continued: On Saturday night, Jan.
90, Walter asked Maggie Reid, in the pre-
sence of his wife, what truth there was in
the stories about Lottie_and Charlie Pegg.
Maggie Reid said that she ‘had seen Pegg
kiss Mrs. Evans twice and that
they. had béen locked. up in &
room for two hours. Walter then
said; ‘We are two now. You'll go your
way and Pll go mine.” I vhink I asked
Lottie if that was so and she said that 1t
was and she was sorry forit. |

Would Sack *‘Cooney" and the Girl,

Oa Sunday Lottie told me that she
would sack *‘Cooney” and the girl and she
and her husband would ‘be alone.
called George Osman *‘Cooney.”

On cross-examination Frank Evans said
that his brother had accused him of having
attempted to poison him.

William L. Campbell.of Bradford testi-
fied that on Dec. 26, 1893, he sold George
Osman 30 grains of strychnine. On Jan. 4,
1894, his brother sold Osman 20 grains.
On that occasion Osman said that he want-
ed it for foxes, having broken the first
bottle.

W. J. Wilson was stopping at the Sharon
Hotel. He®aw Mrs. Evans getting some
currants for heét husband’s supper. Ina
few minutes Mrs. Evans brought them
down and said’ that her husband had only
tasted them.. Maggie Reid took a spoon
and started to eat t%:em. Then Mrs. Evans
said: “Oh, Maggie, you darn fool, do you
want to croak, too?’” Then she got up and
threw them into the stove. She said the
doctor had spilled some powders in them.

Richard Kerby said that Osman had
asked him if fe_bad any strychnine, as he
wislied to poison foxes.

West Wanted His Wages,

William West said that Pegg had told
him that if Walter Evans found Pegg
about the hotel ~ he would raise
fits, Witness asked Pegg  what
he knew about Mrs. Evans and he
said he knew as much abeut her as Walter
did and'he was going to know more. He
saw Pegg putting his arm’ around Mrs,
Evang that same night.

On gross-examination witness said that
he had some drinks, but Pegg was the
¢fuller.” * They had a horse when they
started out, but they ran away from it in
Sharon. He got a drink from Mrs. Evans
on trust, but bad mot paid for it. He
und d that wit gob “*wages” and
he hoped that he would get his.

William Marles said that he saw Pegg
kiss M¢s. Evans at the Mansion House..

At 0 o’clock the court adjourned for an
hout; and when the session was resumed
Mr. Marles was cross-examined, but little
of moment was elicited.

Sounded Like a Kiss,

Herbert Bosworth was at' Evans’ Hotel
on Jan. 13. Marles and Pegg were there.
When Marles was leaving he told Pegg to
be gaod to Mrs. Evans ‘and kiss her when
he left. The witness heard a repors like a
kiss, but did not see any oscuiation.

Judah Leppar swore that he saw Mrs.
Evans sitting on Pegg’s knee in & room be-
hind the Bar. Other men were there look-
ing on. During the same evening he saw
Pegg and Mrs. Evans standing in the door-
way of a small outbuilding'. in rear of the
hotel.

Just “at this moment Emanuel Chap-
man, one of -the jurymen, swayed in his
seat, and an usher hastened with
a glass of water. Two doctors assisted
him to an ante-room, and attempted
to revive him.  After half an hour Mr.
Chapman resumed” his seat, and said that
though unwell he would try to sit it out.
However, His Lordship decided to adjourn,
and after a short cross-examination of Lep-
par the hearing was adjourned until 9.30
this morning.

The Judge decided that the jury might
separate, and Mr. Chapman was jaken to
the General Hospital. The foreman of the
jury announced that another juryman was
sick and needed rest, and it is possible that
the case may be seriously delayed. Should
Chapman’s illness prove serious, the trial
will either have to be re-commenced or poss-
poned pending his recovery.

When the application
was brought into the office the ~fig-
ures $25 had altered, to  $20,
and - it is ed that '+ Howarth
pocketed the differende. It is also alleged
thas in two or three other cases Hunter
took premi in December and sent them
in dated in April, having given the insured
an interim receipt and thus rendered the
company liable on risks for four months,
while they were mnot in receipt of the
premium,

4 A Previous Lapse.
. Hunter, some three years ago, ak'?vpped to
California, being behind with the Waterloo
Muwual and other companies. He had
sureties then and these people had to pay
$1000. Ha had borrowed money in various ,
places and a good deal of it is still unpaid. |

People have been expecting Hunter would
be locked up for several weeks back. -Four
months ago the Phenix of Hartford d&:—
charged him and now they want $120
arrears.  Although he had not the agency
Hunter had hio trouble doing business, and
it isiclaimed he took several risks, conduct-
ing a kind of insurance comipany himself,
The people paid their money but got no
policy. It is claimed that shere are nearly
50 cases in which he was either paid for
new insurance and gave mo policies or
‘“‘queered” ‘the renewals, and that two
score people are out varions amounts, from
$5 to $30. Of late, Hunter has, it is
claimed, been .-a  high-roller on a
limited scale. He was born on_ a
farm and subsequently taught school. He
then wsnt into the insurance business, and
from weighing 100 1bs. developed into a
handsome man of 270 avordupois.

Hunter is $70 in arrears with the. Manu-
facturers. It is claimed that he played
future business to pay the policies until re-
cently. '

THE OBJECT OF THE BRITISH RE-
GISTRATIUN BILL.

Mr, Chnmbo'ﬂnln Vigorously Attacks the
New Measure—Morley Replies That It
is Not a Party Measure and Does Not
Go as Far as Wished—-No Yankee
Fodder Bought,

Loxpox, May 4.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Right Hon. H. Campbeil-
Bannerman, Secretary of State for War,
replying to Colonel A milius Lockwood,
denied that the Government had ordered
500 tons or any other quantity of com-
preesed fodder from Chicago for army pur-
poses.

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain supported the
amendment to the Registration bill intros
duced by Sir Edward Clarke, that the
House refuse to proceed with a bill alter-
ing the antxe elzctive system of the country-
unless it shill contain proposals to redress
the existibg unequal distribution of the
electoral ppwer.

Framed in Anticipation of An Election.

Mr. Chamberlain in the course of his re-
marks expressed the opinion that the
Registration bill would increase the rates
and the expenses of the candidates, and
enormously multiply the number of election
officials. The three months’ qualification
clause, he said, would enable fraudulent
voters to get their names on  the registry,
and it was his belief that the Dbill was
framed to anticipate the coming election
and pack the jury of the nation before
taking the verdict. !

Not Designea for Party Advantage,

Mr. Jehn Morley, 1n opposing the amend-
ment, said it would be impossible to fore.
cast the changes which might be made in
the bill or the effect which such changes
might have. It was untrue, however, to
say that the bill was designed for party
advantage. The Government had not
inserted redistribution clause in
the, bill, because the provisions of
the bill were already’ sufficiently
numerous in view of the Government’s de-
sire that it should become a law during the
present session. It was true, however,
that the framers of the bill would like to
have gone further, and otherwise would
have done so.

A division was taken on the amendment
and it was rejected by a vote of 292 to 278.
Harcourt Wants No Heartburn,

This evening Sir Wilfrid Lawson, the
Radical baronet and general reformer, mov-
ed in the House that hereafter the bestowal
of titles and other honors by the Queen
ghould be accompanied. with statements of
the services thus rewarded.

Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of the
ixchequer, said that he regarded the
motion as inadvisable. Many men un-
doubtedly gained honors that they did not
deserve, while others who were deserving
got nothing at all.
