The Essential in Civie Reform.
Editor World : It has
said, and said wisely, that
no amount of legislation look-
ing toward the improvement of our mu-
nicipal government will be of any real
value unless we have the right kind
of men representing. the people in the
council. It would appear, therefore,
that the efforts of all good ecitizens
should be directed téward devising
some scheme whereby the best men
|of the city—the leading financiers,
merchants, manufacturers and profes-
sional men—might be induced to pre-
sent themselves for election to the
| Council sBoard. We should endeavor
to make such a position as great an
honor in this city as in the cities of |

the United Kingdom.

It has been suggested that if the
aldermanic term were extended to two
or three years, it would have the de-
sired effect. On the other hand, many
oppose this on the ground that the
aldermen should be made to answer
to the electors once a year for thetr1
deeds—or misdeeds. Again, it has been |
proposed that the aldermen should be |
elected from the whole city, and that ‘
the ward system should be abolished. |
| Possibly a combination of these pro-:
positions might be made with excel-
lent results, and I, therefore, respect-
fully submit the following for the con-
sideration of the Committee on Civic
Reform:

1. Elect annually two representatives
from each ward, who should be called !
! “Councillors,”” to distinguish them
from the other representatives, and
who might be expected to more par-
ticularly look after the local re-
quirements of their respective dis-
tricts.

2. Elect 12 representatives from the
whole city,who should be called “alder-
men,” and who would remain in office
for a period of three years, four to
retire each year.

3. The council to annually elect the
Mayor from its own number, who
would still retain his position as an
alderman or councillor, and thus avoid
a new election to fill his place. All re-
gresentatlves to be eligible for re-elec-

on.

4. Matters of legislation to be dealt
with by the whole 24 aldermen and
councillors, but the administration to
be confined to the Mawor and alder-
men, and these only to act a8 direct-
ors; the management to be vested in
the heads of the several departments,
who would be responsible to the Mayor
and aldermen.

It will be observed that this scheme
provides for the continuance of the
present ward system of representation,
but on a more limited scale, and em-
braces a much needed reform in the
election of representatives by the
whole ecity for a lengthened term. If
anything will induce our leading citi-
zens to take an active part in our
city government, this latter provision
should certainly do so, and once we
get the right men at the Council
Board, the first and greatest improve-
ment will have been effected.

The adoption of such a system as is
here outlined would result in the ecity
being governed very much as a com-
pany {s governed, the Mayor and coun-
cil acting in the capacity of a presi-
dent and board of directors, having
under their direction responsible man-
agers for the various departments.
And this is as it should be J.G.T.
