SEEKS" DIVORCE FROM ~ 
HUSBAND, A PRISONER

OTTAWA. Dec. 30.—Divorce applica­
tions in the Canada Gazette include that 
of Nora Beatrice McDonald, of Kent 
County, Ontario, who seeks a divorce 
from F ank McDonald, a prisoner

TORONTO, Dec. 30—(Canadian Press 
Dispatch.)—-John Doughty was com­
mitted by Magistrate Denison this af­
ternoon for trial at the next assizes un 
a charge of stealing Victory bonds to 
the amount of $105,000. the property of 
Ambrose J. Small. wealthy theater 
owner of this city, who has been miss­
ing since December 2. 1919. A more 
serious charge against Doughty, that 
of conspiring and confederating and 
agreeing with others to kidnap Ambrose 
Small, was partially heard at the police 
court this afternoon, and will be con­
cluded next Monday- 

Doughty had been Ambrose Small’s 
secretary for many years, and when 
Small sold the Grand Opera House 
here to Trans-Canada Theaters. Lim­
ited, a position was made for Doughty 
with the purchasers in Montreal at $75 
a week. $30 a week more than he had 
been receiving from Mr. Small. On the 
day Small disappeared he had received 
fiom Trans-Canada Theaters a check 
for a million do.lars on account of the 
Grand Opera House deal. and this 
check he deposited in a bank. So far 
as the evidence at the preliminary trial 
of Doughty to-day revealed, the last 
seen of Small was at 5.30 on the after­
noon of December 2. 1919. Doughty
himself disappeared on December 29, 
1919, and some time later the discovery 
was made that $100.000 Victory bonds 
had been removed from Small's safety 
deposit vault, to which Doughty had a 
key.
HIS CAPTURE.

Doughty was not heard from again 
until last November, when he was lo- i 
cated in Oregon City, Oregon, where 
he was working as a mill hand in a 
paper mill under an assumed name. 
He was brought back to Toronto by 
Detective Sergeant Austin Mitchell, of 
this city, who has had the Small case 
in hand for more than a year. On the 
way to Toronto Doughty made a state­
ment, according to Mitchell’s evidence 
to-day, admit.ing that the missing 
Victory bonds were in his sister's house 
in Toronto, but denying any knowledge 
of Small's whereabouts. The theft 
charge against Doughty had men­
tioned $100,600 of Victory bonds, but 
upon his being taken to his sister's 
residence here immediately upon his 
return from the West under guard, an­
other $5.000 of bonds were recovered 
along with the $100,000.

While Magistrate Denison committed 
Doughty for trial on the charge of 
stealing the bonds, he intimated that 
he thought the evidence brought out 
to-day not sufficient to convict the ac­
cused.
THE CONSPIRACY CHARGE.

The hearing of the conspiracy charge 
was adjourned until Monday in 
order to put on the witness stand two 
newsboys who have stated that they 
sold papers to Mr. Small on the street 
not far from the Grand Opera House 
some time later than 5.30, the last seen 
of Small by any of his friends. Magis­
trate Denison characterized so no t 
adbuction talk which witnesses stated 
Doughty had indulged in as "hot air" 
and not at all specific.

Several witnesses said that Doughty 
had complained that he had not re­
ceived as much money from Mr. Small 
as he we entitled to for his long period 
of service and had said he would "get 
even” with his employer.

Mr. Osboi ee, an employee of the 
Grand Opera House, was the first wit­
ness in the conspiracy case.

Osborne stated, "One day Doughty 
asked me how I'd like to get $20,000. 
Come in one a scheme with three of 
us and you’ll be abie to live on your 
little farm for the rest of your life, and 
nobody will be able to catch you.”

Col. Denison; 'What were you to 
do to get this $20,000?”

Osborne: "I don’t know except that 
I was to meet Doughty and someone 
else I don't know in the office one 
night. Then I’d hâve to go to the bank 
with three checks at three diferent 
times."

Osborne added that Doughty said, 'Til 
stay around for about three weeks. 
Then I’ll disappear and they’ll never 
catch me."

Osborne said that finally he went 
away to his farm and never saw 
Doughty again.

"Doughty said he'd hunt me up," he 
said, “but he never did and I’m glad of 
it."

Mr. Hellmuth, counsel for Doughty: 
"How long were you employed at the 
the Grand Opera House?”

Osborne: "Five years and ten months" 
Examined by Mr. Hellmuth, Osborne 

said he had always been perfectly 
straight and honest and had done his 
duty.

lou were not the sort of man any 
man would pick up on to carry out 
an extraordinary scheme?”—No."

Col. Denison: "We have none of the 
details of the scheme yet.”

Mr. Hellmuth: "And you never en­
tered into any plan with Doughty to 
do anything?”

"No."
Col. Denison: "All hot air, eh?" 

WANTED SOME.
Mr. Lennon, film exchange manager, 

said he had several business dealings 
with Small. He had had several con­
versations with Doughty in connection 
with Small. Doughty showed him a 
bankbook of Small’s showing a balance 
of $4-58.000.

Mr. Greer: "What was said by 
Doughty?"

"At that time Jack spoke and said 
he was entitled to some of the profits 
Small was making."

Within a period of six months of 
Small's disappearance Doughty spoke 
about kidnaping Small.

"Did he use the word kidnap?" ask­
ed Col. Denison.

"Yes. He thought if he could put 
him away he could extort money from 
him to which he was entitled."

"Did he make any proposition to 
you?” "None whatever.”

Col. Denison: "Anything as to how 
they were going to kidnap him or 
where they were going to put him?" 

“No."
Witness had told Doughty to do 

nothing foolish.
"Did he say how much money he 

was entitled to?" “No.”
"Did he say anything about the 

money Small had on deposit?"
“Yes, he said he was making a lot 

of easy money and he should be getting 
a piece of it.”

So great was the Interest taken in 
the preliminary trial of John Doughty 
that a large crowd, unable to gain en­
trance to the police court, tried to rush 
the doors, and extra police were sum­
moned to keep the crowd back. Half 
an hour before the proceedings opened 
the corridors outside in the city hall 
outside of the police court were choked 
with people and anyone having busi­
ness at police headquarters had to -fight 
his way through. When the courtroom 
had been filled without overcrowding 
the police cleared the corridors.
MRS. SMALL THERE.

Doughty sat alone in the prisoner's 
dock, his being the only case on the 
calendar for the afternoon. He rec­
ognized several persons in the gather­
ing before taking his seat and smiled 
at them. Mrs. Ambrose Small. who 
testified briefly in the case, arrived at 
the court early and appeared to take a 
deep interest in the evidence.

John Doughty’s statement, which De­
tective Mitchell testified had been taken 
by him at Windsor, Ont., on November 
28, while he and Doughty were en 
route to Toronto from Oregon City, 
after he had warned the prisoner that 
anything he said might be used against 
him, was to the follow.ng effect:

Doughtv had been employed by Am­
brose j. Small for 18 years, part of his 
work having been the fixing of theat­
rical contracts and part correspondence. 
He left the Grand Opera House, To­
ronto, about 6.10 p. m. on December 2, 
1919. After supper he packed his grips 
to go to Montreal and on the way to 
the train he called at the Grand and 
finished writing some letters in con­
nection with Mr. Small's tenants. These 
he mailed before leaving for Montreal. 
The last he saw of Small was at 5 
o’clock that day. He thought that 
Lawyer Fock. of London, Ont., was 
with Mr. Small when he started from 
the theater to his sister's home to his 
supper. Mr. Small had not said good­
bye to him. He had thought Mr 
might also be going to Montri

Westminster Hospital Patient 
Found Near Nilestown

Robert McLeod, aged 23. an inmate 
of Westminster Hospital, who escaped

Mr. Barows took him in and gave 
him something to eat. and after he was 
sufficiently warmed, after being exposed 
to the snow anil cold, Mr. Barrows put 
him to bed. Yesterday morning Mr. 
Barrows gave him some clothes, and 
he remained until late yesterday after- 
non, when he suddenly disappeared. He 
then went to the home of Frank Jack- 
son, next door, where he was given 
something to eat and some more cloth­
ing. He then left.

After leaving the Jackson home he 
went to the home of Mr. Moorehouse, 
about a mile from the Jackson home. 
Shortly after his arrival there Mr. 
Moorehouse got in touch with the au­
thorities at London, and he was taken 
back.

Just how he escaped being badly 
frost-bitten is a mystery.

Before a large gathering of members 
of the Catholic Club and Knights of 
Columbus in St. Peter's Parish Hall last 
evening Dr. Spearo Sergantich, who had 
charge of one of the largest Serbian 
base hospitals in the Great War, de­
livered an address of exceptional 
interest on Serbia. The lecture was 
chiefly based on Serbia's part in the 
war and was made particularly 
interesting by the speaker with numer­
ous narrations of personal incidents and 
conditions in that country from 1914 
until the end of hostilities.

During February, of 1915, a few 
months after Dr. Sergantich had been 
given charge of one of the largest base 
hospitals in Serbia, conditions reached 
such a stage that he was the sole 
physician left to administer to the ills 
and injuries of all of the 1,100 patients 
in the hospital.
DIED BY DOZENS

Typhus fever was raging in Serbia 
at that time, the speaker said, and his 
complete staff of doctors were forced 
out of service with the result that sol­
diers and peasants died by the dozens. 
Dr. Sergantich said that he was the 
only physician and surgeon at that par­
ticular hospital for several weeks, but 
that many of the other hospitals wel s 
without any medical aid whatever. In 
the early months of 1915 there were 
only 425 medical doctors in the whole 
of Serbia and 125 of that number were 
victims of the typhus epidemic. Dr. 
Sergantich also narrated many horrible 
and gruesome sights which he witness­
ed while on service at the hospital.

In opening his lecture he gave a re­
sume of the history of Serbia and made 
particular mention to the many years 
of oppression under the Turks. He said 
that the country has a great future in 
store as it possesses valuable natural 
resources and progressive people.

The lecture was greatly appreciated 
by the large gathering, who gave the 
sneaker their thorough attention. Dr. 
Sergantich was introduced by Bishop 
Fallon and Mr. Frank Forristal acted 
as chairman. A splendid musical pro­
gram was a]so provided. Those taking 
part were Miss Edna Bray and Ed. 
Webster, vocal solos, and W. A. Bleuth- 
ner piano solo.

BEAUTIFUL STREETS 
LOOK LIKE NIGHTMARE

Action by Police Wanted Over Tacking 
of Signs on Poles and Fences.

Editor Free Press: London’s beauti­
ful streets are being made to look like 
a nightmare. Since the municipal elec­
tion campaign started, candidates, have 
had their signs and notices tacked up on 
poles and trees and fences until the 
thorough fores resemble a main entrance 
to a wild west show. There is a by­
law prohibiting this practice and I would 
like to know if the police are going to 
take any action to put an end to it. If 
the law has not been carried out in the 
past, that is no reason why it should 
not be carried out now. Thanking you, 
Mr. Editor. (Signed) CITIZEN.

The foregoing letter was shown to 
Chief Birreil to-day, but he declined to 
make any statement. Questioned as to 
whether he contemplated taking any ac­
tion, the chief made no answer.

However, citizens are asking the ques­
tion: "Why isn't the city by-law that 
telephone and hydro poles shall not be 
used for advertising purposes being en­
forced?” The best residential sections 
of the city are disfigured with red, white 
and blue appeals for votes.

E. V. Buchanan, of the Public Util­
ities. was asked to-day if he intended 
taking any action in the matter. He 
replied; "The matter is up to the city 
police. The signs do not actually hurt 
our poles, but they are an offense 
against the aesthetic dignity of the city. 
In matters of this kind, the police de­
partment should take whatever action is 
needed.”

In addition to the city's by-law, their 
is a provincial law that will probably 
be widely broken to-morrow because of 
police inactivity, citizens point out. 
That law requires that no solicitation 
for votes in the form of cards, placards 
or written lists shall be "used” on elec­
tion day under a penalty of a fine of 
$20 or other punishment.
