Tue Maxvre [1arvest.—In the midst

of the harvest of grain, and grass, and

tubers, we must not forget the com-

post heap, in whioh we garner and

store the unsowed crops of a future

sesson. The saying that ‘anything

that grows in one. summer, will rot

before the next,’ is a safe guide in col-

lecting vegetable matter for the com-

post heap, When sods, muck, and

weeds from a part of the heap, it is not

alone the material which we are assi-

duous in collecting, and put into the

heap, that constitutes its whole value.

The fermentation induced by the dung
and liquid manure, and the action of
the lime or ashes added, work upon
the earth, adhering to the roots of the
weeds, and forming a considerable part
)f both sods and muck, and develop
wn admirable quality of plant food.
Hence the element of the compost
heap, which is generally over-looked as
possessing any special value, should
never be wanting, It has moreover,
its own offices to perform, in promot-
ing decay, in the formation of humus,
and in preserving, locking up, and
holding on to valuable ingredients of
plant food.

The compost heap should always be
laid in®even layers, and each layer
should go over the entire heap, for
thus only can final uniformity be had.
We do not mean epecial-purpose com-
posts, but those made for general farm
crops. It would be well if every par-
ticle of dung, liquid manure, straw,
litter, leaves, weeds, etc., could be
worked together into uniform fine com
post, and there is really no substantial
reagon why this should not be done.
The gardener would plead for certain
special composts. It might perhaps
be well to make a special Len-manure
compost for corn in the hill, and tak-
ing the general compost as a basis to
make one for turnips, by the addition
of a large percentage of bone-dust. All

this may be done—establish once the
rule to compost everything of manu
rial value, and we have in prospect an
abundance of farm-made fertilizers at
all times, and for all crops—victory or
weeds, a good place for decomposable
trash of all kinds, a sacred burial
ground for all minor animals and poul
try, whose precients need mnever be
invaded. There will besides be no
stagnating pool in the barn-yard, for
all liquids will go to the tank, to be
pumped over the compost heaps—no
nasty slumpy barn-yard, for everything
will be daily gathered for the growing
compest heap, and the harvesting of
the manure crop, and its increase day
by day, all the year round, will be a
source of constant pleasure to master
and men.— dmerican Agriculturist for
August.

Suaccess in Advertising.

Advertising is much like every other
business—some there are who make a
success of it, and some do not. Among
those of the latter class one frequently
hears the opinion advanced that adver-
t'sing is of no nse. This is about as
lagical a conclusion as for a person who
had failed in the dry goods trade to say
that the dry goods business is of no
benefit. The fallacy in both of these
cases is that there is a confusion as to
cause and effect. The cause of the fail-
ure was not inherent in the business,
but was inherent in the man. Itis the
o'd story of throwing responsibility for
evil upon other’s shoulders,

But what is it that makes success in
advertising ? It is evidently the exer~
ise of the same qualities which gives
a man success in any other business.
Advertising will not run itself, neither
will 8 grocery store ; there must be
brains behind each. The direct- object
of advertising is to call the attention of
buyers to the goods one bas for sale.
To do this properly will require copsid-
erable thought. Thereis a time for
everything, and in advertising the
question of time and seasons bears a
most important part. ‘To advertise
canned peaches during the season of
fresh peaches, or linen dusters in De-
cember, would not be a profitable ope-
ration ; yet many advertisers proceed
upon a course but little wiser than
that. We have frequently noticed ad-
vertisements of Christmas goods run-
ning in a paper three months after the
occasion is passed. And probably such
advertisers complain that it does not
pay them. And why should it ?

The successful advertiser is he who
mnakes his announcements in an attrac-
tive manner and at the right time. We
could mention instances tbhat have
come under our observation where a
rich reward has come to those who pre-
sent fresh and attractive matter in
their announcements. It is the same
here as in the display of goods in a
gtore. The merchant who fills the win-
dow with articles of merchandise, no
matter how nicely they may be arrang-
ed, and let them stand unchanged for
gix wonths or a year,should not expect
to increase his trade from such a dis-

play. The storckeeper who frequently
dresses his windows is the one to pro-
fis by such endeavors,

Summer Drinks.—A few drops of
tincture of ginger in a bottle of sweet-
ened sodawater is a very reviving
drink. Ginger is aromatio, tonic, and
stimulating.

A tablespoonful of lime juice in a
glass of water, sweetened to taste, with
or without a little tincture of ginger,
and a tablespoonful of carbobate of
soda added to make it effervesce, Mind
it is lime juice, not lime cordial. The
lime juice may be dtided to soda-water
or plain water and syrup.

Apples, pared, shiced, and steeped
in water over night, form a nice sum-
mer drink.

Ginger ale is an excellent beverage
for summer use.

New milk, drunk in the morning
warm from the cow, will support you
wonderfully in hot weather; and last,
but not least as a summer drink, comes
buttermilk.

A good recipe for ginger beer, a sum-
mer drink. Here are two recipes:—
The first is for ginger pop. Take three-
quarters ofa pound of white sugar,
one ounce of cream of tartar, one ounce
of ginger, and the juice and grated
rind of one lemon. Put these all
together in a jar, and pour over it all
four quarts of boiling water; let it
stand until it is lukewarm; then add
one tablespoonful of fresh yeast, and
nearly one tablespoonful of winter-
green, or of sassafras ; let this atand for
twenty-four hours, then put in bottles
and cork tightly, and seal; it will be
ready for use in a few days. Ginger
beer is made of two pounds of white
sugar, two ounces of tartario acid,
three quarts of water, and the juice of
one lemon, Boil together for five
minutes ; when nearly cold add ths
well-beaten whites of three eggs ; into
the whites of the eggs beas a half a cup
of flour; flavor with half an ounce of
the essence of wintergreen, or of
lemoun ; put in bottles,and keep in a
cool place. When you wish to have a
refreshing drink, take two tablespoon«
fuls of this syrup and a quarter of a
tablespoonful of soda, and add to one
tumbler of cold water ; stir it vigorous-
ly, and then drink.

root and prevents it from throwing up
sprouts if it remains on the plent. He
notices that horticulturalists cut away
! the stalks of bushes that have produc
ed fruit and that they are careful to
cut oft the limbs of trees that have
been broken to shows signs of disease.
If they remain they are certain to take
up considerable sap that would other-
wise go into wood in process of forma-
tion. The portion of the stalk of
timothy between the part cut off by
the scythe is bound to go to decay, and
the sooner it is disposed of the better
for the living parts of the plant. In
harvesting timothy for seed he would
cut it a little green and then mow

that remain below the scythe. If this
theory is the correct one it would be
well to use a heavy roller on a timothy
field after the hay crop has been secur-
ed. This would break off the stalks,
and if the ground was tolerably wet
would press the roots into the soil so
that they would be less likely to be
injured by the hot sun, It has been
generally held that the presence of the
stalks that remained after they had
been cut by the scythe was beneficial
in shading the roots.

SUNFLOWER-SEED FOR POULTRY.—
The msthetic craze may not be so pros
ductive of practical results as some
other ideas that suddenly take hold of
the public mind, but the sunflower
being the standard as it were of this
new idea, may receive the attention it
deserves, and becomes not only a
fashionable foible, but also a profitable
plant. The Mammoth Russian is one
of the most profitable vatieties, and
should be cultivated in rows six feet
apart, with the plants four feet in the
rows. The results will be a yield of
seed at the rate of from 50 to 100 bus.
per acre, and for poultry makes the
best feed of anything we have ever
tried. They should be fed about
three times a week during the laying
season, and will give the very best
results in eggs. During cold
weather, the oil in the seeds serves the
same purpose as in the lamp, and fur-
nishes fuel to keep up the animal heat.
For show birds and exhibition, a short
diet of sunflewer seeds gives the fea.
thers an extra glossy coat, and clean
bright look to the comb and gills. The
advantages of a small plot of sunflowers
near the house in warding off malaria
je worth all the trouble of cultivating

the young.— Farmer's Advocate.
