And, in order that 
we can have a year when our present Coun­
cil bad not to pay bills of a former Council, 
we will take 1892. Our total presentment 
for that year, after railway tax, support of 
poor, insane asylum account and grants to 
schools are deducted, amounts to $6,470.24 
Your presentment (you have no railway 
tar), after deducting for lunatics, support 
of poor and schools, saddles you with 
$7,565.80 or a difference of $1,095.56 in 
favor of the county of Kings. Of this dif­
ference no less a sum than $527.01 is to be 
traced to the difference in pay given to 
Warden and Councillors. For while we 
paid our Warden and Councillors for that 
year $276.80, you gave your Warden and 
Councillors not less than $793.81. I think, 
Mr. Editor, you can see a better 
of the efficiency of the work for which 
salaries are paid” in this result than you 

in the theory that Councils can control 
the number of lunatics or paupers.

In conclusion, Mr. Editor, I wish to say 
that it is only because your paper has ob­
tained quite an extensive circulation in the 
western part of our county that I ask you 
to publish this letter, and for the object of 
setting our Council right in the eyes of our 
people and not for the purpose, in the 
slightest degree, of interfering with the 
methods of your Council in conducting 
your County affairs.

Sir,—A copy of your paper 

of November ult. has been handed to me 
containing a letter of Mr. J. R. Elliott re­
ferring to Municipal expenditure. I have 
no inclination to make any reflection on 
the management of your county affairs and 
was sorry to see Mr. Elliott refer in such a 
caustic and unfair manner to the county 
council of Kings, by way of comparing it 
to the council of Annapolis county with 
incorrect statements as to expenditure of 
both counties. In his first letter to your 
paper, extracts of which were copied into 
the local papers of this county, he gives 
the councillors and warden’s pay for the 
county of Annapolis to be for each of your 
councillors $23.50 or $499.50 for the whole. 
In his letter in your issue of Nov. 30th he 
admits that the correct amount is $643.02, 
but says in excuse for the difference that 
I have added to his figures a sum for extra 
work. That this cannot be is seen plainly 
from the items which form the sum of 
$643.02, which are as given me by the 
Treasurer of your County in a statement 
under his hand as follows:—

Mr. Editor,—The last issue of the 
Monitor leads off with an editorial article 
entitled “ Successful Farming,” regarding 
which 1 wish to make a few remarks. As 
I am a farmer myself, it pleases me to find 
that Mr. Neily, of Brooklyn, has made such a 
success of the business; and furthermore, as 
I have for years been an agent for the sale 
of fertilizers, I am glad to note that he attri­
butes his great increase of crop to the appli­
cation, during the last four years, of these 
artificial plant-foods to his land.

Goods All New WANTED:— OF-and will be sold at unprecedented prices.White Swellings,This statement of itself shows that the 
difference between the figures of Mr.
Elliott’s first letter and my own is not to 
be accounted for by extra work of Council­
lors, because only the two regular sessions 
of Council were held, and quite apparently 
only the ordinary routine work of your 
Council paid for. This fact becomes un­
mistakably plain when we look at your 
Council’s expenditure for 1892, which in 
every particular I have given is greater than 
in 1891, excepting in the ease oi the pay for 
the finance committee, which is $9.00 less in 
1892 than in 1891; and you will notice, Mr.
Editor, that I have not included any 
amount not chargeable to expenditure in­
curred for the year 1891 proper. In this 
sum you will note that the pay for auditors 
is not included, although Mr. Elliott mikes 
his table as if it was. Why, I do not know.

Now, Mr. Editor, let us take a look at 
what Mr. Elliott says about Kings, and had 
he exhibited any ingenuousness whatever 
in his letter on this point or any approach 
to correctness, 1 would not have troubled 
you with this communication. He says as 
against the $643.02 for the year 1891 in An­
napolis County, Kings must answer for 
$878.40, which he makes up by adding 
$428.40 to $450.00. In a letter to some of 
our County papers which Mr. Elliott it ap­
pears has seen, I explained that this sum of 
$428.40 was not and did not purport in our 
accounts or printed proceedings to be pay 
for Councillors for the year 1891, or to be 
used for that purpose. In that letter I 
said as follows :—

“ If anv of vour readers will refer to page 
seventeen of the printed proceedings of our 
Council for 1891, he will see that the expenses 
there set out for the Council are made up of 
two classes -fa > old accounts, and <b> expenses 
for 1891 proper. The old accounts were for 
special work of the Councillors in the year 1890 
and have nothing to do whatever with the cost 
of our Council for 1891. These old accounts 
foot up $265.60. No one can look at that page, 
from which Mr. Elliott got his information, 
without seeing as plainly as words can indi­
cate, or facts or figures show amounts, that of 
the gross sum of $428.40 the amount of $265.60 
is for old accounts. Of this sum $150.50 is to 
pay old accounts of old Councillors,—persons 
who were not Councillors dt all in 1891,—and 
$115.10 is for a balance duo on account of ser­
vices in 1890 of Councillors who were returned 
to the Council again in 1891, leaving a balance 
of $102.80. To this amount must be added the 
cost of the semi-annual session lasting one day 
and amounting to $50.60 or $13.34 for each 
Councillor and not a cent more directly or in­
directly, as against $37.82 for each Councillor 
for the county of Annapolis.”

By an inadvertence Mr. Elliott might in 
his first letter have carried expenses in- 
urred in 1890 into a calculation of the cost 

Council for 1891; but after it had 
been particularly drawn to his attention 
and the amount chargeable to 1891 shown 
in detail, 1 am at a loss to discover the 

for the second occurrence of the 
inaccuracy. But Mr. Elliott does not stop 
here. He is not content with adding in 
$265.60 from 1890 to make up Councillors’ 
pay for 1891, but he goes to 1892 and brings 
in $450 which he says he finds in our pre­
sentment for Councillors for 1892, and adds 
those together and says that the result 
must be pul against the cost of your Coun­
cil for 1891. I gave the actual cost of your 
Council for 1891, bringing nothing forward 
from 1890 and nothing backward from 1892.
I am not here to say what the comparison 
of the aggregate of one-half of 1890, the 
whole of 1891 and one-half of 1892 for our 
county, with one year (1891) for your 
county would show, but to say that our 
costs for pay to Councillors direct and in­
direct for 1891 was $213.40, and for the 
County of Annapolis at least $643.02.

In another aspect, also, it will be seen 
that Mr. Elliott is getting away from the 
point altogether. I have not been compar­
ing the amounts found in the presentment 
for Warden and Councillors’ pay, but the

That is because we 
more poor to support, and the respective 
cost of these services no more reflects “ the 
efficiency of work for which salaries are 
paid,” than does the fact that we now pay 
a tax for railway damages and you do not.
Mr. Elliott brings forward the amounts 
paid for assessing and assessment re visors, 
ignoring wholly the amounts paid re visors 
of the voters lists which I included in my 
com pari-on. This is, I presume, because we 
paid our revisors of voters lists in 1891 $92, 
and you paid yours $146.50. But, after all, 
perhaps complete information in a compara­
tive way cannot best be got by taking se­
lected items of expenditure and comparing 
them, but by taking the whole presentment 
for each county and deducting those items 
of expenditure which necessarily the Coun­
cils cannot control and comparing the re­
mainders. We have more roads than you, 
and have every year to pay hundreds of 
dollars more for opening of new roads than 
you do.
