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- their lords and masters no longer pursue the labors of
the chase, and dwell at ease in their changed mode of
life, the women labor on in their former routine duties,
which become degraded by comparison. Such is
woman’s position to-day among the Crees, Blackfeet,
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Sarcees, Sioux, and all other tribes who have not
accepted the civilization resulting from the gospel of
the Nazarene. Among these tribes are to be found
maidens with comely appearance, neat in their dress
and active in all their movements. Having crossed
