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LATEST NEWS FROMENGLAND.

Porliameat had boon occupiod with,the
Irish Poor Laws, Immigration to Canada,
the Treaty of Washington, Revision of
the Tatiff, and tho Fureign Policy 6f Groat
Britain,

The British Parliament was to bo proe
rogued by the Queon in porson, on Thu'?s-
day, tho 24th ult. . _

Father Matherw, tho “‘apostle of Tems
perance,” after visiting Manchestor and
Livorpool, had procceded to London,
where he was holding vast moetings in
the euburbs, and administering the pledge
to thousands daily.

Harvest prospects looked brighter.
The waathor during the last ten days, has
boen cvery thing that could be desired.

Tho Protestant Association, at a moet-
ing, adopted a memorial, which has been
signed by tho President, Vice Prosidents,
and other porsons connected with the so-
cioly, addressed to tho archbishops and
bishops of the United Church of England
and Ireland, directing their attention to
the fearfuily rapid spread of tractarianism,
and praying their lordships to sxert their
influsnce in suppressing its extension.
Memorials are resching the right reve.
rends dsily, some {rom bodies, as in the
caza of the Protestant Association, and
others from particular parishes throughe
out the country.

Near Manchester thers had baon ano-
ther turn outof the factory operatives.
Wales wan in the samo unsettled condition.
In Iroland aleo things wers also in the
ssme condition of agitation, but without

any progress.
In Walcs, whera during the last thres

months, matters have boon very unsettled
Rebecca siill continooes active, knocking
down toll-bars and toll-housos with un-
diminished vigor, sometimes almost undsr
the noses of tho miliiary. A grest num-
ber of tho obnexious toll-bars have been
abolished by order of the magiatrates, and
arrangements aro in progress forstill fur~
ther reducing the number; but this concos-
cossion to the grievances of the poople
has only emboldesed them to raise their
demands.

In Ireland matters continue stationnry.
One or 1wo exciting debates have taken
place in Parliamenton the sabjoct of the
present anomaluus siate of that country,
whichhave exhibited soma of the members
of the Conscrvative pany attacking, with
great biterness, the dosnothing policy of
the Gavernment. Neither the rent nor
the cxertions of O'Connell suffer any di.
minution,  Foremast in the Parliameniary
fight hes been Lord Brougham. 1o whom
the present condition of Irefand is a sogrce
of great uneasinuss, and who, for the purs
pose of putting an end to it, has been thros<
ting his services on tne Goverament 3 bat
they hava repnlsed him. .

A great—perhaps tho greatest demon-
stration yet mado in faveur of res
peal, took place ut TarajHall—a memo-
rable spot in the early lustory of Ireland
and its Kings, and celcbrated even in late
yoars by the resistance which was made
thereio the King's force by tha #*Croppies”
in the Rebeliion of 178S—on Tacsday

ting this ana the gmateifaf all the *mions
stor meetings.” Tho 'Yarious papers,
Whig, Tory and Redica’ aliko, agreo
with O'Connell's description of this being
the orowning gathering -of tho Repeal
agitation. Tho day solected was a strict
holyday in the Roman Catliolic Chutch—
tho festival of the Assumption——all the
coromonics of roligion were brought to
bear upon the enthusiasm of the meeting.
Mass was celobrated thrce or four times
before the commencemont of the proceed-
ings, and prayors woro offored up for the
reposo of tho souls of those whose bones
were mouldering beneath. O'Connell’s
speoch was in the best style——more oar

nest and impassiored, and less flippant
than weual, ¢ I feel,” exclaimed he,*the
awful responsibility to my country and my
Creator which the part I have taken in this
greatmovemsnt imposes ponme.” This
meoting has excited mors alarm on this
side of tho water,as connected with tho re~
peal movement,than any former one—or

indeed all put togother. The Times has
the most desponding article which has yet
appeared in its columns on this now alar-
ming subject of repeal. A crisis, it 1s
admitted on all hands,is not distant,

In England, the Church hes urged him
on to the Education Bill of Sir James Gra-
ham,and subjected him to an ignominious
deféat. In Scdildnd tho Church fs been
sphit under his guardian caro; and har-
ing taXdn tho right course, ngto the dcotch
Church, upto this timo, ho now, trembling.
at the consequence of doing right, is al~
lowing Liord Aberdoon to float the judges,.
to carry through a parliament a lic. and'
to give up what the Scotch Church most
improporly required. In Ireland, the
Church is tho great griovance, and the
dificulty of dealing with it is that which-
keeps him in his present disgraceful state
of imbecility. Hithorto, the roliance of
the Tories has been upon the Présby-
terians of the North of Ircland, but now
they arn in fire. For 200 ysars it hes
been thuir practica to colebrate marriages-
But lattery, the Church clergy grasping
evorywhero, have procuréd a decision
that the marriages of Prosbyterians with
those of mny ‘other ssct, by Presbyterian:
ministors, aro not logal. These marzhk
ages havo been aumerous, and the ques-
tion therefore involves tho tranquility, the-
legal rights, and tho proporty of innumer-
abls familios. Tt involves also the position
of the Prosbyterian ministors, whom/this
decision reduces to the position of laymern:
in the aye of tho law. For soverai years
this groat question has besn in litigation,
passed on by the Episcopalian clesgy.
and the law expenses being paid by the
Lord Primite. It has now como before
the House of Lords, who havs required
the opinion of the judges, which was given
last weck, confirining the invalidity of the
marriages, and declering that the common
law only rccognises inarriages as valid
when colebrated by clergymen in prieats
orders. Of course this has thrown the’
Presbyterian clergy and people into great
alarm and indigontion. The annuaigs-
scmbly of the Presbyterian Church of
Ireland was sitting at Belfast when the
news of the decision of tho judges arrived,
and instanily took up the question vohos
mently, No doubt an act will bo passad
legalising such marriages ; but tho Pres
byterians, liko the Wesleyans here, will
not soon forget tho angoyance which i@
Church inflicicd upon them, nnd tho io~
jury which sho designed. Several of tha
Presbyterian ministers declared that thoy
considered this mensure but as the fors-
shadowing of coming ovents, and of a
series of persccutions by tho Episoos
palians, similar to gfwso endurod by their
ancestors in the timo of Charles 1. The
Assombly hod -previously been engaged
in deliberations as to the best modo of se
curing the rotorn of members of Parlin-
ment to represent their viewsjnnd an-
scemly as itis for nn assembly of micie.
tors 1o become an elecuioneering clud,
there can bo doubt that thair political g2a-

dencizs will be greatly strengihened by

this ovent—Ecamincs.
