The following letter from the Rev. J. Rinho, was written dur-
ing a brief excursion which he had taken for the benefit of his
health <

' ¢ Sicrra Leone, May 8, 1851,
¢ 1 reached this on the 23rd vit,, and in two days hope to em-
bark for Cope Palmas, T have been highly gratified by my visit
here, and believe I shall return 1o ny own field of Iabor in better
health, and perhaps with enlarged views of the Missionary work,
For truly what I have rcen and hikard here of the doings of the
Missionaries of the English Church,y istruly interesting and en-
couraging.

« Imagine a colony of 45,000 liberated Afiicans, the repre.
sentatives of dozens of tribes from every part of Western and In-
terior Afvica, all speaking different languages and dialects, and
vou have in your mind the state of the case here. Huwever, all
thes? re-captives fearn to speak English 5 and not only do the
chitdren and youth attend schools, but many of the adults also at-
tend Sunday Schols, which are kept for their special benefit, and
dhus are tanght to read.

t Schools are numerous, and all ean obtain a common eduena
tion,  The re-captives are required to pay one penny a week for
each child, and this they do willingly, and are thus made to value
education mare than they wonld otherwice do,

¢ The two seminmies mentioned, are the Grammar School and
Chuistian Tustitution,  The latter i2 10 train native youths for.the
Ministre, and others for Cliistian teachers.  Two of ite former
pupils have Leen ordained in IEngland swithin tivo or three yeary,
amd theie are others who will be ready in a few menths, when the
newly appointed Bishop for the English colonies on the coast is
expeeted to arnive,

 The course of studics is as tiorough asin hizh schaols gene-
rally. Not anly aie some of the studemss readirg the Latin Clas-
stes, and the Greek Testament, but also the Hebrew Bible, And
the course of Mathematice is a fuiv one.  There are three Profes-
sOrs.

¢ The Missionarics here scem to e a united happy hand of

evangelical men, who are given up™to do, to be, and to suffer all
the will of their Master.  They have several benevolent societies
among them, by means of which they are accomplishing almost
every possible good for themselves and the thousands under their
care. ‘ .
« I thank Guod for the refreshment and comfort T have derived
from the saviety of His servauts, among whom I have everywhere
met with a hearty welcome, It is 2 cauze of devout gratitude
also, that so much is being accomplished, and that the health of
the Missionaries here is generally very good, and has been 50, 80
tha:l t{;xring the past ten years only three or four Missionaries have
died.
