These women, prisoners in gilded but unclean

Cnese, Curraces.—United States Minister
Denby, at Pekin, has reported to the Sccretary
of State, at Matlington, two cases of recent ‘out-
rages perpetrated by Chinese upon Americans.
Rev. A, A, Fulton and wife, and Miss Mary
Fulton, M.D., all'of the American Presbyterian
station in Ching, established .a mission hospital
and station at Kwai Ping, about 400 miles south
west from Canton. When they had” expenced
a considerable sum in-puiting up buildings,
placurds appeared on the walls' declaring that
the' *foreign devils” must go in three days and
their. buildings.be destroyed.

A-crowd gathered near the hospital, and Mr.
Fulton set out-to secure: the protection of the
military.
