MONTREAL AS A GRAIN CENTRE.

LARGE AMOCKT OF LANDS BEING PURCHABED FOR
THE ERECTION OF IMMENEE GRAIN FLEVA-
TORS,

It appears that for;some time past, & gen-
tiemsn, who, fome years Bgo was managing
clerk for a number of large real estato owners
in the East End, hae, for the past few weeks,
been quietly bLuying up property along the
river side, commoncing ot the Q. M. 0. & O.
Railway cuotting, and bridge leading across
St. Mary street to the wharf, HMany suar-
1niges have been made as/to the object of these
large purchoges. Some say that 1t is
for the Canadian Pacific Railway BSyn-
dicate, some that it Is for the Quebec Gov-
ernment, and others hold that it is the Allan
Jine who wish to acquire the lands for the
purpose of facilitating the transter of heavy
frelght. Our reporter has been 1niormed, on
good anthority, that the purchases in guee-
tion are made on behalf of a number of
private capitalists, who intend o erect upon
the grounds obtmined kmmense wearohouses
and vlevators to meet the wants of the
‘Western trade. ‘Cke grain would be shipped
In winter from the cars of the Cana.
dian Pacific Rallway Company, and
trapeferred Jfn tho spring into the
steamors for  European  destlnation.
It is contended that DMontreal iz a
natural storehouse for gralp, and that
it has immenge ndvantages over Chicago,
Milwankoo and tho other Western entrepols.
The grounds of this olalm are that in the
West owinzs to the mildness of the climate
repeated shifting and shovelling are required
in order to prevent heating of the grain, and
that in Montreal no such extralabor would be
necessary. If these asgertions be well founded
there can bano doubt but that Montreal hes
before it an immense futare, and that the
grain trade of America will, in great part, be
carried within it limits. .

THE PURITY OF OUGR WATER.

Dr. J. Baker Edwards fornishes an edify-
irg report on the water supplied to the town
of Cornwall. From this it appeaxs that of
22 gpacimens analyzed, 13 are condemned as
unfit for consumption, beinz contaminated by
sewage ; 2 arecontaminated by surface drain-
age; 1 is a * potable water of the 3rd clssr,”’
and 3 of the 2nd class; 1 iz wholesome
water of the lot class; while only 2 are de.
scribed of exceptional purity.

Montreal water wounld be exceptionally pure
under such 8 system of filtration as I have
suggested. That this is not utopian is, I
think, proved by tho fact that several modes of
filtration irave been patented which have coz-
siderable merit, sund one or other of which
might headapted to lerger or small ratee of
filtration with satisfactory resnlts.

Dr. Edwards adopts, as signifying ihe
comparafive purity of varions waters, the
following figures: Under 15, exceptional
purity ;¥ botween 15 and 40, 1st
clags;” 40 to 65, «2and class;” G5 to
90, “3rd class;” 100, ¢condemned as
unfit far wuse.” By this standard he
finds that the Ottawa supply may be taken as
from 10 to 12; Montreal water showed on
March 1st, 11 ; on April 2ist, 16%; on July
30th, 153.

The report concludss with some practical
suggestions ss to the filtering of water, Dr.
Edwards says:

That « simple flaunet bag or falt filter is
capable of romoving a large quountity of
tho most objectionable kind of float-
ing snimal and vegetablo matter ia
shown by tho quantity romoved in the
flannel bag now exhibited, which has been
in use for two days only over tho supply
pipe of the Parliament buildings at Cttawa,
and which has removed upward of {our oz.
of debrig, rlver mud ond vegetable matter,
more than s ecore of snalls, besides water
beetier, worms and other not very minute
animals. This is, of course,a very partial
fiitration, but it I8 simple and within the
reach of all,

THE SERVANT GIRL FAMINE,

Mr. W. J. Tabb, Canadian Emigration
Agent in 1reland, now stopping at the Im-~
perial Hotol, in Sligo, writes informing us
that he has made arrangements for sending
out efficlent servant girle from that counntry
of good character, and that the first batch
will come in May. There {8 o committee
formed in Ireland io pay the ocean passage
of thess girls and supply them with an outfit
on thelr signing s contract agreeing to pay
their travelling and outfit expemses from
Ireland to Liverpool, the committes agree~
ing to pay the ocean passsge only, which ex-
pense will be deducted from theit wages in
advance by their employers in Montreal, or
elsewhaore, on their being placed, snd amounts
to pix dollars, The girls will be of uablem-
ished characters and will bring letters of re-
commendation from clergymen in Ireland to
clergymen hero. We understand that His
Lordship the Bishop, as well ag the Reverend
Fathers Dowd and Hogan, approve of the
gcheme. MMr. Tabb wishes that those desirous
of obtalning domestic servants direct from
Ireland should apply immediately to him, so
that they may have thelr instructions com~
plied with by the ficst' of May, and $hat they
should specify whethér they require thoseac-.
customed to dairy and farm work, cooks, or
those accustomed to gepeml house work.
When the partles requiring them are eupplied
with help, they will pay $6 (expenses), which
they will in turn deduct from the servauts’
wages,

Three years sgo a wretchod mean called
Denecko broaght out a most virnlent news-
paper, Das Hackmesser (% The Clever”) at
Berlin, It was ably written, and the editor
soon gathered n sinfl of Radicsl students,
young doctors and advocates around him.
These young men bhad the greatest confidence
in Denecke. They admitted him to their
clubs, told him of their nspirations and plots
and worked for him without expectirg any
pay. A day came when Duas Hackmesser was
prosecuted for peditious writing in tho per-
sons of its editor and enother member of its
staff, They were sentenced to six months’
imprisonment and to a heavy fine, which
was paid by a subscription got up in tho
braneres, ng the editor wag belleved to be
slmoat peaniless, While Denecko was in
ptison the publication of his newspaper
wag gsuspended, but when ho had under-
gone his punishment ho resomed his
oditorinl labors, and wae goon eentenced
sgain—this time for a year. A few days
after Danecke’s trial, o former member of his
staff, who had gone to sesk fortune in Paris,
saw the Hocialist martyr sittivg oantside a
cafe, nicely dressed and emoking a eigar.
Much astonished, he accosted the man, but
Donecke appeared not to know him, and satd
that there must ben mistake as his name was
Engleracht, and ke produced a card to prove
it. The young man apologized and went his
way; but he was not convinced. The
Denecke of Berlin was certainly n shabby
fellow with a scrabby beard, while the Engle-
racht of Paris was well shaved oud had
apectacles, Yet Deneckes wns one of
thoee exprossive faces which nre not cesily
forgotten., His former aesoolate tried to
watch bim home, but friled, for Herr
Engleracht, gseing himself spied, got into
an ompibus, and the other did not liko to
follow him. The young ‘man wrote {o
friends at Berlin, however, to tsll them what
he lad geon; but he was quickly answered
that ho must be in error, as his frisnds bad
Iately visited Denecke in prison, and werg
quite certaln that he was nader lock and key.
The mystery was not destined to bo cleared
up uatil some months aftorwards, when De-
necke, having completed his sentence, reap-
penred among his tellow Sociallats at Berlin,
He was then in very weak hoalth and an-
nounced that he weuld not bring out hia
paper for the pregsent. Ho evon talked of
emigratlng to Americs, gaying he could not
bear a fresh 1ncarceration, which was sure to
await him if he were to recommence
writing, But soon aftor this Danocko
died, and he was sald to havs lefta conslder-
able amouut of money. This fertano could
not have besn honestly come by, for If it bad
there wonld have bser no reason for Denocke
to felgn abject poverty and to allow his fines
to be paid for him by men much poorer than
himself. I'rom additionsl facts wnich tran-
spired it came to bo seriomsly suspocted—
though it oould not benctually proved—that
Donecks wan a treptile” who never under-
wont the full terms of imprisonment to which
ho was sentenced. Qovernment used to re-
loase him privately and send him on police
missions to France; buf every now sad then
ho used to return to jzil and show himeolf to
frlenda who came to visit him on sppolnted
days., It was eatablished that Dencclo and
Eugleracht must have boen one and tho sams
mape, for a good desl of the editor's imomey
turned ont to hiave boen invested In tho name
of Engloracht.
