One would scarcely expect language of this

.esrption from such an enlightened and in-

telligeîît mnan as Dr. Potts, but itis oniy
another illustration of how prejudice will

xvarpthe judgment and blind even the most

enteîiieet. The Rev. gentleman considers

the Parnellites largely as adventurers. This

is a lowv estimate of a body of men who have

on frequent occasions brought the proud

and noble British House of Comnmons to

terms ; who laie force te <'unchange
able" British constitution to change ; who

have attracted the attention and adiniration

of tle entire civilized· world hy their efforts

to secuire jutst and fair legislation for a little

bit of an island in the Atlantic. The

Parnellites are adventurers who l.ve

core to stop and Dr. Ptts

shoitld'nt forget it. He accuses tten o being

unwise leaders of the Irish people. Indeed !

and unwise for what? For having taken

irelu î froi the dissecting table, and given

the ttation new vigor, new lfe; for aving
tatken the people from under the iron beel of

iandlhrdisu ; for having tauglit them to be

shf-reliniit and to seek the rights of freemen ;

for ltavinig saved the tenant from the tacx of

unfair rent.
Ail this mayb b unwise in the eyes of Dr.

Pett, but in the eyes of those who can appre.
ciate the services of the Parnellites, there is

much to comtmend their policy and their ac.

tion. We deny the reverend gentleman's
cometency to stigmatize the Irish National

party "tîs belug lu no sense the true friends
offlrelaid." Dr. Potta should judge hy re-

suits, and not by his passions; if le were

guided by facts instead of by prejudice he

would utter no such condemnation of the

t-itest and most honest friends Ireiand

ever had. We dispute his contention
that their constant aim is the
dismtenberment of the empire. As a D.D
the Rev. Mr. Potts ought occasionally to
bock up bis assertions with a little proof. As
a Methodist minister he ought to have been
a little more shrewd and not let the cat out
of the bag as le lias done. The secret and

motive of hie antipathy towards the Irish

party lie in the faet that le is afraid of the

ascendency of the Protestaut ninority con-

ing to an end if Irelandevore allowed tolegis-

late for ierself. Dr. Potts' view of the situa-

ULsease i Ontalo ani Quebec-The Duity
urthe state.

The following s a portion of Dr. Sullivan's
-able address delivered before the Canada
-Medisl Association at- its recent sevententh
annual convention in this oity. Dr. Sullivan,
who is President of the Association, said:--
About a month ago I was presented vith a
book usually looked on with repugnance, a
blue book ; it was a portlon of the census of
1881, the last.oie taken, and just published'
I found soins facts therein, possibly net new
to you, but new and surprising to me. I
found the population of the whole Domiion
to be 4,324,876i, scattered over au immense
Vrritory. Of this Ontanco bas 1,92,228,
Quebec 1,159,027, the balance being d2iided
anong the other provinces. I found the
death-rate varied a great deal without any
ressens given; fron 11.81 per 1,000 bu On-
tario, the healthiest-; Vo British Columbia
with 20.35; Quebec follo-ing closely with
19.07 per 1.000 persons, On looking at the
totals, I was astonished te find Ontario with
nearly0 00,000 more population, hadr sine
3,000 deaths less per annum than Quebec, the
figures being-Quebec, 25,930; Ontario, 22,-
727 ; population considered, the difference is
simply enornious.

QUEBEc'S EXCESSIVE DEAiTH RATE.

lu looking for causes I found that this ex-
cessive death rate n t-le Province of Quebec
was due t-o the great mortality among child-
ren, the deaths from 1 te I1 years being more
than sufficient to explain this discrepancy ;
that it is truly a 'Slauglhtering of Innocents"
the figures will explain. For ths first year
Quebec, 8,350 deaths, 1,000 more boys than
girls; Ontario, 5,418 deaths, 760 more boys
than girls ; Quebee, 5,016 deaths, 300 more
boys from first to fourthi year; Ontario, 3,080,
with 200 more boys during saute year. Next-
table frotu 4 years to 11 years, we have 2,776
deaths in Quebec, and 22 more boys, while
Ontario for saine time has 1,973, wvith 43 more
boys, making a grand total of 16,142 deaths
in the Province of Quebec froin i to I1 yeurs,
and a imajority of 1,290 boys, hiile for the
same period Ontario has onliy 10,471, and a
iajority of 973 boys. Their totals are
26,613, witl 2,26:4 boys. The difference
in favour of Ontario, without reference to po-
pulation, is the large one f 5,671. Were it
not an official document, carefully prepared,
I -*ouilî not believe it ; it is a matter wiici
concerns all tlie provinces, but the fair fate
of the Province of Quebec is particularly im-
peachied. it is also eniently proper that
through this Society our statestmen may con-
sider so uportant i iatter, if only frotm an
econonic point of view, aud prescribe a

in au address before the International Heaith
Exhibition last Jute, en "The relation be-
tween National Hlealth and Work," contain-
ing a vast ainount of carefully calculated
stUtistics, in eloquent, graphic language, de-
scribes the loss to Britain, and says with re-
fcreuce t-o pravontible discases r "Neoann-lie
lites atîong tte aiel can doub that a large
proportion of the sickness and lss of work
mîigLht have been prevented or can doubt t-hat
in eveuy succeeding generation a larger pro-
portion still may e avoided if ouly all vill
strive thîat it tuay be so. Smuallpox might ba
rendered nearly harmless by vaccination ;
Typhus, Typhoid, Scarlet Fevers, and Measles
might be coufined within very narrow limits;
so probablyi nugbt Whooping cough and
Dipitheria. The greater part of accidents
are due to carelessness. Diseases due to bad
food, mere filth, or intemperance, so far as
self-induced, migit by virtue and self-control
ho excclad, amui witb tîtosa, screfuîîa, ricli-
ets, ecurd, and al the widspread dfecet
attributed to them coulbl b greatly dimin-
ished." When I give you sone of the dis-
cases you uwill sec how peculianiy apposite
his words are. I ouly took the diseases
showing the most marked contraste or differ-
onces, and you will sec hois, without auy in-
tentin on nMy part, they fall under the head
of what Sir James Paget and everyone call
•ipraventible." They make the case very
strong against Quebee, I read Sir James
Paget's lecture after I made out the annexed
table. Bear in mind this only takes notice
of deaths. Think of all the sickness they re-
present, the loss of work caused and the
enormous waste, the result of tîtese dis-
cases:-
