Speech of the Governor-General.

Our Natfonal Prosperity—Tbe North-West
Passuge—The Commeorclal ingerests of the
Country—A new Bankruptcy Law asked

OrrAWA, Jan. 2o,
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Qentlemen of the House of Commons :

In again meeting you for the dispatch of
business, I have to congratulate you on the
sbundant harvest with which Providence
has blessed our country, and upca the gene-
ral condition of the Dominion. Its commer-
cial proaperity, although it hae to someextent
ehared in the depression which has prevailed
in Great Britain and in the neighberin
Republic, resta upon foundations whicﬁ
Be  temporary or partisal disturbance
can remove. I trust that the preseat year
will be one of peace and progrees. The flow
of population into Manitoba and the North-
west territories, although 1npeded by various
and unexpected causes, hus been substantial,
and the testimony of members of the British
Asaociution wnd other visitors of the Noith
west lust summer as to the well boing, con-
tentmeat and hopefuluess of the settlers ia
most gratifying,

A bill introduciog inte those territories a
more simple and economical system for the
transfer of land will be laid hefore you.

The report of the comunission for the con-
solidation of the stututes affocting the Domi-
nion has been completed and wiil be submit-
ied to you for legislative nction.

You are again invited to considera mea-
sure relating to the representation of the peo-
ple in Parlinment, and for the assimilation
of the electoral franchise in the several pro-
vinces: .

A provisional arrangement of mutters for
some time under discassion with the Govern-
ment of Manitobn, has been entered into and a
measure confirming thoaame will be submit-
ted to you as soun 88 it has been accopted by
the proviucial legislature,

I decmed it expedicnt to issue during the
recess & commission to conaider and report
uponthe whole subject of Chinese immigration,
with reforenco to its trade relations, us well
us to those ancinl and moral objections which
have been taken to the iuflux ot Chivese peo-
ple into Canada.

The report of the commissioners is very
nearly complotcd and will be laid before you
during the present acasion,

The neceesity of encouraging the apeedy
construction of lines of railwaya through the
northwest territories has pressed itself on my
government aud you will Ee asked to aid rail-
way enterprise by Iberal granta of land.

Urgent representations have been made by
tho boards of trade of the chiefl towna in
Canada, a8 well as by scme of the chambers
of commerce in Great Britain, of the necessity
that exisets for the adoption of some system of
baokruptey or insolvency giving adequate
protection againat undue prefercnces, and
your aitention to this importunt subject is
earnestly invited. .
In pursuance of the vote of laat session I
caused a vensel to be fitted out and deapatch-
ed to Davis Straita and Hudsen Bay in order
to ohtain more accurate information as to the
navigation o those waters and teat the prac-
ticability of the route for commercial pur-
posces.

A report of the progrean of the expedition
during Inst session will be laid before you.

Ap internationul exhibition will be opened
st Antwerp during thée present year, and a
colonial and Indian exhibition is to be held in
London in 1886. Canada shounid 1 think be
represented in her various manufactures and
natural productions on both occasions, and 1
invoke your consideration of the best meuns
of aiding in these important objecta,

Several other measures of importance will
be submitted to yon, among them will be
bills to amend the Insurance act of 1877, the
Civil Service act and the law relating to con-
tagious disoases among cattle, as well as
measures for taking at an early period »
census of population of the North-
West  territories and one relating to
the Northweat mounted police.

Gentlemen of the fHoune of Commona :

The accounts for the past Grxeal year
will be laid before you. You will
find that notwithstanding the very coa.
siderable reduction in the prices of volume
of many of the leading imports the
income has exceeded the expenditure charge-
able to consolidated revenues.

The estimates for the ensuing year will also
be submitted, They will bs found I trust to
have been prepared with due regard to
economy.
