Th!s delay is mors forcible
than anything the judges oan say. The
Times Insolently brazesns out its shame, but
Mr. Morley voleud the sentimenta of many
when be said that the forgeries had morally
extinguished that paper as & faotor in the
Irish controversy. The tomper ot the meet-
tings being held is very hot, and the savage
demunetration last night Is unequsllied since
the Balgarian atrooity convenmtion of 1§76.
Mr. Parnell’s recepticn was.magnificent. He
wore his left hand In & eling, having burned
bls hand with chemlocals, His spesch was
enthusiastically mocclaimed. The most un-
popular name menticaed was Mr, Chambar-
Iio, Sir Oharles Ruseell delivered a glow-
ing enloglum on William O'Brien, whose re-
leaze conditionally on his abatention from
agltation wae ordered by the Parnell Com-
misslon yestarday.

Laterosting Testimony About the
Irish Rinews of War,

A Vitness in Contempt — Reporter Coflec
From Cord Gets Into TroubXe—Pare
nell's Secretary Sues the
*“ Tomes* for Libel,

Lorpon, March 12.—The Parnell commis-
slon resumed its eltting to-day. An account-
aut testified to having examined the books of
the Hibernlan bank, but he was unable to
trace the peraons to whom the money on
chequez _was pald or whence the cheques
csme. Between November. 1879, and Sep-
tember, 1882, the League received £261,269,
and paid ont §261,276 The bapk refased to
allow witnesa to examine ita lodgment slips,
Tae Leagne pald to the Ladjes’ League
£12,306, and to the Relief fund £2,025, and
disbursed £10,000 fn defence of prisoners.

Witnesa further testified that he had ex-
amined the Leagus'a books. The total re-
ceipts in 1884 amounted to £11,069 of which
Amorica sent £1,000 and Australla and New
Znland £8,000. In 1814 the receiptes were
£11,508, in 1585 £18,000 and in 1885 £17,615,
The National League’s totsl receipts amount-
ed to £100,613.

Sir Henry Jumee, conneel for the Times,
applied for an order for the examination of
Mr. Parnell’s private aocount with the Na-
tlonal bank,

Mr. Parnell gave his assent to such an ex-
smination.

COFFEY ABRESTED FOR CONTEMPT.

Mr. Coffey, a reporter from Cork, testified
that he had made a statement o a policeman
who promised him that he should be paid
beyond hie greatest expectations, Witness
declared that that statement was sbsolutely
false, This evidence created a aensation,
Csffey sald he purposely made the statement
he gave to the policeman senastional, be-
cause be knew it wonld take, He recelved
£115 from the Times.

Justice Hannen repeatedly rebuked the
witness for contempt, and finally ordered his
arrest. The courtthen adjourned,

Loxpox, March 13.—At the sitting of the
Parpell commiesion to-day Mr., Soames,
aslioltor for the Timer, teetifind that he had
found the police of Cork believed Qoffay, the
Cork reporter, who testified yeaterday that a
statement he had made to a policeman was
absolutely falee. Coffey signed the atate-
ment in witness’ office, and said ke wonld
testify that it wes true, Coffey had not re-
ocelved the full sum to which he was entitled,
Witnesses for the Times received from 10z to
£3 31 daily. Oa croes-examination hy Mr.
Biggar, Mr. Soames testified that he sent
Kirby to Amerioa to ses Sheridan, who arked
£20,000 to come to London and testify for
the Times, Witness, on receipt of thisin-
formation, immediately recallsd Kirby.

Levy, formerly a member of the Fenian
sapreme gouncll, testified sm to hie experl-
ence ae a member of that body.

EENNINGION CARRIED

A TORY STRONGHOLD CAPTURED BY QLAD-
STONE AND HOME RULE.

Loxpon, March 15.-—The Liberals have
won & great viotory, The election in the
Kenrington division of Lambeth to fill the
seat in Parliament made vacant by the re.
moval of Gent Davis on socount of financial
diffizulties, took place to-day. Mr. Hope,
Couservative candidate, had the full suppart
of the Government and its Unioniat allies,
Extraordinary efforts were made to secure
his return, for it was felt that defeat there
after the blow the Government had received
in the Parnell investigation wounld be
sn irretrievable diwaster, [be Liberal party
alao considered that the result of the election
would be in the nature of a pubMo verdict on
the course of the Government In giving its
support and assistance to the Times in the
prossoution of their Irish allies. They no-
minated their pandidate In the general elec-
tion, Mr. Mark Baufoy, and made one of the
most anlmated canvasses in the history of
metropolitsn electicns. The exertions ware
not relaxed on either side up to the close of
the polle, altbough the Liberals became more
and more confident as the day advanced and
the Torles were temporarily depressed by the
evident Increase in the opposition vots.
Dering the counting of votes tners was almoat
as mach excitement and anxiety to know the
result asat the general eleation. Atlastata
late hour of the night the poll was declared
a: follows :

Mr. Mark Beaufoy, Likeral......... 4,069
Mr. Hope, Conservative...... erenes 3 439
Liberal Majority..........evuu. _—6—30

The poll at the last election stood as fol-
lows :

There weas tremendous oheering from the
crowds who had waited tv bear the verdict.
They were mostly composed of (ladstoniana
and Home Rulers, Torlea and Unlonleta hav-
ing gradually melted away during the even-
Ing. The news was qulokly conveyed to Re-
pablican and radical clubs, which are lit up
aond open throughont the oity and great re-
jolcing i golng on within them. Leaders of
the party are assembled at the National Liberal
Club, where the jubilation has taken the
form of a supper, at whick speeches of con-
gratulation are being made. The increase of
the Liberal vote s beyond the oalculation and
the expeotations of the party, It is regarded
as conclusive evidence that the counvry has
turned againat the Government,

Useful Information for Tilers of the Rail.

It in & waste of time and labor to attempt to
keeysheeponwetland. Theyshonld bepastured
on the dry Iands ofthe farm and given shelter,
asdampness ismore Injurous tothem than cold.
Maoy failures with sheep are due to negleot
in properly proteating there agalnst storms,
a8 they are subject to many diseaser, and
quickly sucoump thereto,

Just when the frost is coming out of the
grouand all stock should be kept off the fields,
a8 a alogle day's ocoupancy of the fielde by
stock when the ground is soft will destroy
the grass and jleave great holes and bare
places on It, The fielda that are trampled
never recover from its injuriona sffects except
at the expense of much lubor.

The oid peach blow potato is still grown In
tame sectlone, and is considered folly equal to
any of the newer varietlen. It has ne superi-
or in keeping  qualitier, and is excellent in
appearance and size. It has the pecularity
of delaying the productions of tubers until
the vines have completed their growth,

If & peach tres skow sign of decay, and bas
not been attacted by the borer, cut it back
slmost to the main trook, leaving
the tree to form new branches from the
young shoots of this season, If the trunk is
tound a new tree can be produced, and one
that will b nesrly as good as a ycunger cne,

Ic Is suggested that the ssed balls of pota-
toes bs cut off when the plants are growing
in order to divert the enargies In the direc-
tion of the tubers, as the production of seed
and tabers at the zame time s a double task.
It s an experiment that every farmer can try,
even if only on cns row,

Young colts will scon learn to eat oats
when In the stalls with thelr dams, and an
excellent way to make young lambe grow la
to keep ground oats where they can est when-
ever they 8o desite, but the feed should be ro
placed that the lamb can get to it while the
old sheep cannot reach it,

It 1e estimated that every bushel of hard-
wood ashes Is worth 25 cents, and they there-
fore partially remuonerate for the cost of the
waod. The ashee should be stored tn a dry
place and covered, as they draw molsture from
the atmosphere,

The rose can be grown Indoors in pote, and
is need for a greater number of purposes than
any other flower. The young plants should
not be set out too early, Trim off the sur-
plue branches of the old wood,

The plam tree will need jarring In order to
prevent the work of the curculio, no matter
which varlety may be used, There {8 no cur-
culfo-proof plum ; but the orop pays well if
the trees are oarsfully jarred and the curon-
lios awapt up and destroyed,

Apple trees will induce any amount of cut-
ting back, and the work should ba done now.

Philadelphla and Boston cnetomers
prefar deck-shell egge, while New York buy-
ers will pay = lttle moroe for an egg that is
pere white in color of shell,

Watermelons eeem to thrive better and pro-
duce more when grown on ridges fpstesd of
hills, Use plenty of menure on the ridges,
with the ridgee 6 feet apart and the plants 10
fest apart o the rows.

If a lawn is to be made an important point
{e to have it made as emooth as possible after
mgeding. The better this Is done the more
easily the lawn mower can be nsed over the
