GREAT BRITAIN.

Tus Lirtes Sistens oF e Poor, Fextivan-Roaps
Souta Lasesrr.—The institution of the Little Sia-
ters of the Poor was founded in 1840, at St. Servan
in Brittany. The aim aod end of this charity i3 to
provide homes for the sged snd infirm poor of both
sexes —to feed them, clothe them, and minister to all
their wanta. The little sisters of the poor keve no
funds or income whatever. They supnort thelr aged
inmates by whatever public charity affords them,
collecttag daily, from house to house, scraps of food,
old clothing, alms in money, or anythiog thet may
be offered them. This undertaking has gradually
epread over France, Belgium, Spaip, Switzerland,
BEogland sod Scotland ; and the little sisters bave
now more than ninety houses, containing many thon-
sand sged and infirm poor, who have tbus found a
comforiabia howme fir their decliniog years. The
houses of the little sisters are at ail times open to
visitors, and although the institutioo i3 Catholic, no
distinetion is made on account of their religion, pro-
vided they are infirm destitute old people, ineapable
of geining their own livelihood ; aud having uo per-
son to gain it for them, they are fit objects for the
asyium of the little sisters of the poor. A1l thatis
required is a recommendation, and the sum of £2 14s,
each, for defraying the expeose of bed and bedding.
The kouse receatly opened in South Liamteth is the
first foundation in England, aud contsins 120 poor
of both sexes, but this number will be increased as
gooz ng the sisters are enabled to add to their pre-
sent buildiug.

the world it was -or the first-day of the weak that
Christ rose from tha grave, and it wason thefirst
day of the week that the Holy Ghost came down
upon the Apostles, He argued that the present ex-
citement was ae indication of better (imes which
were in store ; that the Pharissical fanaticiem which
se long had brooded aver poor Scotland like & night-
mare, waB graduaily disappearing, and that the
beautiful churches wkich were now rising over the
length and breadth of the land were elevating the
minds of men snd ealling loudly for another and a
better religious worship than the cold nnd deselating
system of Oalvin and of Knox.

EurgratioN #¥rRoM LiverpoorL.—During the past
month 9,857 persons heve emigrated in vesgelsfrom
the Mersey. This shows s increase of more than
3 800 over the numbers in the corresponding -conth
of last year, Of the gross total, 8,771 sailed in ves-
gels under the Act; the remainder in *short’ ships.
Of course the majority were Irish, and their destina-
tion the United States.

At Lhis rats of progress, which is
only too likely to be sccolerated, we may easily have
a retarn of 7,000 a week by Christmas ; acg if half
of these perish, either by the axe or the disease, the
losses which averaged but 700 a week during the
first four months of the plagne will bave risen in the
two months ensuing to just five timea thut number.
— Tlimes Dec. 4th.

The Cattlo Plagueis growing upon us, and the
Return which we yesterday published is perbaps the
best justificati»n of the alarming Report made by the
Commissioners & mounth burfore. At that time—that
is to say, up to the 21st of Qctober—there hed been
14,083 snimals attacked since the commencement of
the digease, nbout the 2lst of June.

Ths total number
of cases i3 mow retnrned as 27,432, and of deaths
nlone at 12,680, while ag many as 8,958 have becn
slain. Week by week, too, the discuss increages
still, Tha Returna. which were 1.765 on the 414 of
this mouth, were 2,580 on the L1tk und $,569 on the
18th.
