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ANNEX

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the

Agreement between the Government of Canada and the Government of

the Republic of France on Television Relations, programs

produced under a twinning arrangement may also be considered,

with the approval of the competent authorities, as co-productions

and receive the same benefits. Notwithstanding Article III, in

the case of a twinning arrangement the reciprocal participation

of the producers of both countries may be limited to a f inancial

contribution alone, without necessarily excluding any artistic or

technical contribution.

To be approved by the competent French and Canadian

authorities, these programs mnust meet the following conditions:

1) the same producers must be involved in the two twinned

programs. The co-producers must conclude a co-

production contract that covers both programs. The

co-producers must also prove the funding for the

programs and their distribution by submitting the

contract or letter of commitment signed by the

distributor;
