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departmenit, wiIl be transferred to the Department of
Ageulture-. Th(, ArEa,; Devýielopment Agency from the
Departmnent of Industry, the Experinwntal Projects
Hranch from the, Departmnent of Manpower and Imini-
gratio)n and the Atlantic Development Board will also
be included in this departmient. In addition, the
Minister of this department wilI be respons-ible for
the Cape Breton Development Corporation, and the
Atlantic Provinces Power Development Act, both of
which are now the responsibility of the Minister of
Energy, Mines and Resources.

Ail these boards, agencies and corporations play
a major part in regional economic development. Their
transfer to the new department, with its specific role,
will provide a more co-ordinated approach to the
problemrs of area-) that have not thus far shared fully
in the economic growth of the country, and provide a
pool of experti se to deal with these problems.-

COMMUNICATIONS

The growing importance of communications and the
Govrnent'sincreasing involvement necessitate one

departmetnt and inîster beîng made responsible for
ail govemment activities in this field. Consequently,
a Department of Communications will be formed. To
it will be transferred the functions of the Plost Office
Department.

Two elements of the Department of Transport,
will be added to this department. They are that
portion of the Telecommunications and Electronics
Branch of the Department of Transport which is not
intimately concerned with the efficiency and safety
of the transportation systemn of the country and the
Government Te lecommuni cations Policy and Adminis-
tration Bureau. That part of the Defence Research
Telecommunications Establishment of the Defence
Research Board that la not intimately connected with
research and deveiopmnent of a purely miiitary nature
and the, Domestic Satel lite Project Group, now
Ioeated in the Privy Council Office, will be incor-
porated into the Department of Commuinicatiaons.

The. Canadien Overseas Telecommunications
Corporation will report to this minister, rather than
ta the. Minister of Transport as at present.

INDUSTRY, TRAIDE AND COMMERCE

The. Department of Indiistry will be merged with the
Department of Trade and Commerce te farm a new
department tc> be Ioeown as the Department of Indus-
try, Trade and Commerce. This will resuit in one
departnent capable of developing polcy and pro-
~viding a full and balanced> range of services ta both
business and government in the industriel and trade
developioent field.

'Me International Programimes Brandi of the
Depattmenil of t>êfence Production, except thre divi-
sian responsibie for contracting in Canada on behaif
of foreigx ountu1es, wiIi join thils new department.

The. Standards4anc of the Departmenl of
Trade andi Commerce wil! b. transferred to the De-
partment of Consumer and oroi t Affira and thre
Canadien Government Exhibition n omfiein of the
Departmnent of Tretie andi Commerce wiii be trans-
fèrred te lhe Department of Public Works.

The suply elemient ot this departmnet wi
contain ail the exlsting components of the Depar
ment of Defence Production, except the Intematioiv
Programmes Branch previously meritioned. To thi
will be added the Departmnent of Public Printing ar
Stationiery and the Queen's Printer, now reportinig
the Secretary of State. In addition, the Shipbuildit
Branch of the. Department of Transport will be mergi
with the Shipbuilding Branch of the Department
Defence Production in this new department.

The Royal Canadian Mint, now the responsibili
of the Minister of Finance, wîll at a later stage 1
made a Crown Corporation reporting to this Ministc

The new services element will bring togeth,
three units front existing departments. It will 1
bult round the administrative support of the office
the Comptroller of the Treasury, who is now
officer of the Department of Finance. It wilI al.
include the Central Data Processing Bureau, from ti
Treasury Board and the Bureau of Management Co
sulting Services, from the Public Service Commissia

This department, together with the Departme
of Public Works, will then provide the great bulk
common services required by the Goverament. Thi
wiil permit the ideas outiined in the Glassco recal
mendations to be more firmly and quickly impi
mented.

CONSUMER AND CORPORATE AFFAIRS
One of the, main reasana for estahlishing the Depai
ment of Consumer and Corporate Affairs lest yee
was to provide a focal point for the interesta of tl
consumer. This raie is being carefullh developed al
the. public bas shown great interest in it. It la nc
apprapriate ta transter ta thîs department some cf t]
regulatory activlty, the primary alun of which la tfi
protection of lhe consumer. The Standards Branch
the Department cf Trade and Commerce and the, Reti
Inspection Services of the Departments of Agricultu
and Fisherles wiii b. transferred ta this departmer

Tihe Department cf Consumer Affairs is assaini
forthwith the responsibilities heretofore exercised
the Foodi and Drug Directorate of the Department
National >Health and Welfare with regard ta econoni
fraud inl foods, including deceptive advertsing a
packaging. This viii include maltera relating te t'
composition cf slandardîzeti and unstandardized fea
together with any mlarepresentation in iabeling a
wdvertisîng.

The Department of National Health andi WeIfe
and the Department of Consamer and Corparg
Affairs have aiso been directed to prepare imnre<
ateiy a programmUfe, te be superviseti b the t,
ministers, under which tii. «overament viii be ai
te talce more effective action te protect the. econeSr
intereat of tii. consumer cf foodi and drugs, and inc
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
