
ARTICLE 6

TRANSMISSION 0F OB.JECTS AND DOCUMENTS

(1) When the requcat for assistance concerna thc transmission of records and documents, the
Requestcd Stae nîay transmit certified truc copies thercof, umicas thc Requesting state
exprcssly requesta the originals.

(2) T'he original recorda or documenta or the objecta trasmitted to die Requesting State shaih bc
rcturned to the Requcsted State as aoon as possible, upon the Iattees requcat.

(3) Insofar as not incompatible with the law of-the Rcquested State, and upon the express rcquest
of the Requcsting Stae, recorda, documenta or objecta shal be transmittcd in a form or
accompanied by such certification as may be requeatcd by thc Requcsting State in order to
make tem admissible according to thc law of the 1kcquesting State.

ARTICLE 7

TRANSMISSION 0F INFORMATION, RECORDS AN» OBJECTS
IN THE POSSESSION 0F A PUBLIC AUTHORITY

OR A GOVERNMENT AGENCY

(1) The Requested State ahall provide ail publicly available information and objecta, including
documents and records, which are in Uic possession of government departinents and agencies
intiat State.

(2) The Rcquestcd State may provide ail information and objecta, including documenta and
records, which ane in Uic possession of a government departmcnt or agency and which are not
accessible to Uic public, to Uic same extent and subject to Uie same conditions as arc
applicable to its own judiciai authorities or to those authorities responsible for Uic application
oftle Iaw.

(3) Paragraph (2) shail apply to criminal recorda and court recorda.

ARTICLES8

PRESENCE 0F PERSONS INVOLVE» IN THE PROCEE»INGS
IN THE REQUESTED STATE

(1) A person requcstcd ta testify or produce documenta, records or other objecta in Uic Roquested
State shail b. compehled, if neccssary, ta appear and tcstify and produce such documents,
records aid other objecta, in accordance withei requirements of Uic law of Uic Requested
state.

(2) To the extent not incompatible with the law of Uic Requested Statc, Uic competent authority
in Uic Rcqucated State may authorize judges and competent authorities of Uic Requestuig
State, as well as other persons mnvolvcd in Uic investigation or Uic proceedinga and mentioned
in thc requcat ta b. present at Uic execution of Uic requcat aid ta participate in Uic
proceedinga in Uic Rcquested State.

(3ý l'h riht o prtiipae i th prceeing shllinclude Uic right of any person present to pose"

questions in accordance with theruesofprocedureofteRusedSae hexennt
incompatible with Uic law of thc Reuse State, the competent autlxority ia the Rcquested
State may authorize the use of mehd n rcdrsprovlded for in the law ofthIle
Requcsting State, in particular, Uic right to mk avetim transcript of thse proceedinga,
which are aecessary for the admissibility of evidence in Uic RequestingSstate.
