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Mr. Speaker: I declare the amendment lost.

240 speeches on the flag question we might
be able to come to a decision on this matter
before six o’clock?

Hon. Gordon Churchill (Winnipeg South
Centre): No, Mr. Speaker; we want to hear
from the Prime Minister (Mr. Pearson), who
has not spoken on this subject for six months.
