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there a genuine need for this program and
ought it to be done now or at a later date?
Will it increase the standard of living? What
social dividend might be expected? The
second criterion should be: What is the cost
of the program and what will be its effect on
the current budget? Are the people prepared
to pay increased taxes? Which level of gov-
ernment will finance the program? The last
question is: What effect will this social pro-
gram have on future budgets? Will it leave
the government of a future day with its
hands tied so that it can no longer be flexible
when presenting a budget? This is one of the
problems we face today in the present parlia-
ment. Our hands are tied. The amount of the
budget which can be changed is very small
indeed. All programs in connection with
social welfare, education, transfer payments
of any kind-

INCOME TAX ACT

That It is expedient te introduce a measure te
amend the Income Tax Act te provide among
other things:

1. That for the 1968 and subsequent taxation
years the amount deductible by a taxpayer in
respect of gifts made te a province shail net be
subject te the limitation imposed by paragraph (a)
of subsection (1) of section 27, and the amount
deductible in a year by a taxpayer in respect of
gifts made either te a province or te Canada shall
include an amount in respect of such gifts made
by him in the preceding year te the extent that
such amount was net deductible in computing his
taxable income for the preceding year.

2. That with respect te taxable income earned
in 1968 and 1969, in addition te the income tax
otherwise payable by a corporation under the
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
