1. Did an advertisement appear on March 17, 1973 in the Econo-
mist under International Appointments, stating that the Public
Service Commission of Canada was seeking Management and
Financial Auditors for the Audit Service Bureau, under reference
number 73-ASP-F1-2?

2. Will these persons work in Canada and, if so, will they be
moved f0 Canada at the taxpayers' expense?

3. For what reasons is the Public Service Commission recruiting
outaide of Canada, especially taking into consideration the low
levels being recruited?

4. How many positions are te0 be f illed from this competition?
5. What efforts have been made by the Public Service Commis-

sion or the department invelved to staff from within its own
ranka, or from Manpower Resources of Canada?

6. Did the advertisement appear in Canada and, if so. where and
on what date?

7. Who waived the requirement that the applicant should be
f irst a Canadian citizen, and second, a landed immigrant?

8. What would be the cost of transferring the successful candi-
date, hjs or ber family, and bousehold effects?

9. Is there a probationary period for the successful candidate,
and if he is flot successful, will he or she be returned f0 England at
government expense?

11. Will this competition require a recruitment off icer f0 travel
f0 London, England te interview the candidates?

Hon. Jamnes Hugh Faulkner (Secretary cf State): I arn
informed by the Publie Service Commission as follows: 1.
An advertisement appeared on March 17, 1973 in the
Economist under International Appointments, stating that
the Public Service Commission of Canada was seeking
Management and Financial Auditors for the Audit Serv-
ices Bureau under reference number 73-ASP-FI-2.

2. Qualified candidates who are off ered employment and
who accept the off er of employment will work in Canada.
They will be moved te Canada at the taxpayers' expense.

3. The Public Service Commission, after exhausting
internai manpower resources and conducting il separate
,,open" recruitment programs within Canada during the
period of March 1972 to March 1973, did not meet the
manpower requirements of departments at the entry level
of the auditing group.

4. There are 30 positions te be staffed by means of this
overseas recruitment campaign.

5. Extensive training programs have been under way in
the four main user departments and have been the prime
source for appointment at the entry level. However, the
resource ia insufficient to meet the current demands. As
noted in item (3) above, il separate "open" recruitment
programs for auditing positions at the entry level were
conducted by the Public Service Commission within
Canada during the period cf March 1972 to March 1973.

6. The advertisement referenced was directed specifical-
ly towards auditor recruitment in the United Kingdom
and therefore did not appear in Canada. However, Il
advertisements were placed in major Canadian newspa-
pers and journals periodically over the last year (see item
3).

7. Section 17, subsection (4) (iv) cf the Public Service
Employment Act authorizes the Commission te recruit
other than Canadian citizens when qualified Canadian
citizens are net available.

8. It is net possible at this time to state a cest. This will
only be possible when the successful candidates are
known; the granting of removal expenses is a departmen-
tal responsibility.

9. Yes, there is a probationary period. In the event that a
candidate did not complete successfully his/her probation-
ary period, the decision t0 grant the candidate any remov-
al expense to return te England would be a departmental
responsibility.

10. The Public Service Commission has authorized the
funding for this recruitment campaign.

11. One off icer cf the Public Service Commission and
two officers cf the Department of Supply and Services
will interview candidates in London, and possibly other
centres in the United Kingdom.
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
