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the increased number of lectures above referred to. 

The McGill curriculum provides for one 

hundred and twenty (120) lectures in Roman law as 

against sixty (60) in the new regulations and for 

one hundred and twenty (120) lectures in Commercial 

law as against one hundred (100) required by the 

regulations xor Commercial, Maritime and Statute 

law. Our courses do not touch upon the Patent Act, 

Railway Act and Public Service Commission Act, how­

ever .
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It should be noted that the number of 

lectures prescribed constitute a minimum and it is 

hard to determine whether these figures deal with 

the number of lectures to be given or actually at­

tended by each student, although I rather incline 

to the latter view. If this interpretation be ad­

opted oy the Bar it will of course be necessary to 

increase the figures by ten or twenty oer cent to 

allow a little leeway.

It first sight, the increase in the num­

ber of lectures which would be required to meet the 

new Bar standard does not appear very great.
