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4. The sdpply of Books and Tracts^ in strict conformily with

'the principles of the Establiirbed Church.

5. Aid to the building, «nd enlarging of Churches and
'Chapels.

6. Aid to the building of Parsonage Houses.
7. The creation of a fund towards the augmentation of the

stipends of poor Clergymen—towards making a provision for

those who may be incapacitated by age or infirmiiv—and for

the widows and orphans of the Clergy—and towards the edu-

cation of the children of poor Clergymen.

VII.

The Society will employ no Clergyman on Missionary ser-

vices without the Bishop's license and appointment, and will

submit its choice of Divinity Scholarships to his Lordship's

Approbation.
VIII.

The Society will circulate no Books which are not in the

catalogue of the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge,
except such as the Bishop shall approve.

IX.

It shall be competent to any Member of the Society to limit

his subscription to any one or more of the objects above re-

citedt whicn he may be most anxious to promote.

X.

The Members of the Society in each Mission, or in each
Parish of each Mission, at the discretion of the Missionary,
hall constitute a Local Committee.

XL
It shall be "Competent to each Committee to recommend any

of the above recited objects to the special consideration of the
General Committee, in the appropriation of the funds of the

Society.

XIL
The Society shall hold its Anniversary Meeting at Fredc-

ricton and Saint .Tohn alternately ; at the latter place on the

Thursday after third Tuesday in January, and at the former
place on the Thursday after the second Tuesday in February
in each year.

XIIL
The Committee of each Parish or Mission shall hold an An-

nual Meeting, on some convenient day, previous to the Anni-
versary Meeting, when the recommendation to the General
Committee of special objects shall be determined on.
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
