MASSED ON BORDER.

LONDON, Oc¢t. 4—A despatch from
Milan, Italy, says:

“While Roumania keeps 100,000 men
on the Austro-Hungarian frontier,
says a Bucharest despatch to The
Corriere Delia Sera, the Germans have
withdrawn the infantry massed along
the southwestern slopes of the Car-
pathians, but have left a strong force
of artillery. On the other hand, 1n
the region between Kronstadt, Tran-
g)l\'ania,, and MHermanstadt, near the
Roumanian frontier, there is a con-
stant coming and going of German of-
ficers.

“According to reliable accounts. con-
firmed = information, 100,000 German
troops have been moved from Bukow--
ina to the Serbian frontier, and thers
now are severa'! hundred thousand
men staticned:in Hungary between
Panosova, Weisskirchen and Versez.
Two-thirds of this army is said to be
composed of Germans. It is estimat-
ed that the artillery numbers 1200
8uns between Panosova and Weis-
skirchen alone. The greater part of
these forces are newly-formed regi-
ments with the best troops from the
Belgian front. 'These soldiers are i
&0od conditicn. ‘Most of the men are
under 30, the majority of the Ger:
mans being Bavarians. There is only
One officer to each battery, most of
the lower commands being entrusted

German non-commissioned officers.
Field Marshal Von Mackensen, the
Commander-in-c¢hief, is reported to
have arrived at Temesvar, 72 miles
northeast of Belgrage.”

Dr. C. C. James, the Dominion com-
miskioner of agriculture, gave a most
inspiring address last night to the
students of the Ontario Veterinary
College, at their commencement ex-
ercises, held in the. college building
on University avenue. He emphasized
the fact that if the students could
not see their - duty to enlist, it was
their duty to utilize their knowledge
in promoting the prosperity of the
country by encouraging the farmers
to breed high-class live stock.

The doctor stated that the pros-
perity of a country did not depend
entirely on the production of wheat,
but rather on mixed farming and live
stock breeding. The consumption of
beefin Canada was 1756 pounds a head
per year, as compared with 50 pounds
in Russia, 113 pounds in Germany and
120 pounds in England.

The total aggregate revenue of the Do-
minion for the three years in question
amounted to $464,937,779.74. The total
ord cxrnalturo for the same od
was $374,967,216.04, leaving a surplus of
gso.wo.m.ao, or an average surplus of

29,990,187.60 per year, a ord without
the history of Canada.

For the same three-year “rﬁod the
ocapital expenditure aggregated $105;883,-
542.09. Of this expenditure the surplus
above mentioned liquidated over $89,000,-
000, leaving only $16,000,000 to be bor-
rowed on capital account.

Outlay on Rallways. .

The capital expenditure from April 1,
1912, to h 31," 1915, on the Hudson
Bay Railway, the National Transeonti-
nental Railway and thé Quebec bridge
was as follows: Hudson Ralilway,
$10,371,624.39; National Transcontinental
Rallway, $36,269,049.19; uebec bridge,
$6,033,236.67; total, $563,573,810.26.

The average yearly increase in the na-
tional debt, apart from the war, for three

ears, from April 1, 1912, to March 31,
915, was - $16,235,382.16, The average
yearly increase in the national debt from
April 1, 1908, to March 81, 1911, was
$20,693,730.78.

APPROVED BY KING

Bear St. Edward Crown and
Not Papal Tiara as Re-
ported.

WORN AT CQRONA“ON

Each British Monarch Selects
Diadem From Several

Optional Ones.

By a Staff Reporter. 1
OTTAWA, Oct. 4.—Letters have been
received by the government complaining
that the papal crown i§ now used to or-
nament Canadian postage stamps, instead
of the royal crown of England. The com-
plaints appear to have been prompted by
an article which charges that Mgr. Stag-
ni, papal ablegate in Canada, caused the
papal crown to be placed on the stamps,
and that he is working to bring the Gov-
ernment of Canada under the control of
the Roman Catholic Church.
An officlal statement explaining
whole matter says, in part :
“Under Sir William Mulock it was de-
cided, on the death of Queen Victoria, to
place the crown on our stamps and sub-
mit the design to the King. This was
done and the stamp approved by the King
was adopted. When King Edward died
and King George succeeded him, Mr.
Lemieux, who was then postmaster-gen-
eral, decided to follow the same course,
and the American Bank Note Company,
which was asked to design the stamp, in
getting it out, adopted as the crown to be
placed on the new stamp the one in which
the King was crowned, which is known
as the St, Edward crown. This design
was then submitted to the King himself,
who approved of it, and the stamp has
been so issued ever since. No change of
any kind has been made 'in the” stamp
since it was approved by King George,
and the change from the crown approved
of by King Edward to the one approved
of by King George was made without any
outside influence of any kind being exert-
ed. The stamp has been universally ap-
proved as being the most handsome
stamp in the British dominions, and noth-
ing was ever said against it until the
issue was raised by a newspaper for rea-
sons of its own. There are several crowns,
and the sovereign exercises the right of
selecting the crown which shall be used
by him, and different sovereigns have se-
lectéd different crowns.
