be pronounced on him. Reilly. In a 
steady and firm voice, said that, while 
he took part in the ballot box matter, 
he had tried to'dlscouragc It, and was 
npt guilty of entering Into it In the 
acme spirit as the principals. He had 
hoped the Jury would have taken these 
circumstances Into account.

Thc judge said the penalty for this 
offence was a very severe one. He 
might give Reilly as high as seven 
years in the penitentiary, and had the 
principals In the case come before him 
He certainly would have given them 
the full sentence without any hesita­
tion.
