122 LOADS AT GITY YARDS
00D BUTCHERS INDEMAND

Better Class of Cattle Generally—
Heavy Deliveries of Cattle—
Sheep, Lambs and Calves Firm.

Receipts of live stock at the City Cattle
Mzrhet yesterday were very large, totalliag
122 cars, composed of 1633 cattle, 2361
hogs, 2441 sheep and 98 calves. Notwith-
stanGing the heavy deliveries, the market,
taken all round, was a decided lmprove-
ment on that of Tuesday, Not alone ‘vas
this noticeable in regard to the quality of
the stock, which was of a better grade gen-
eizlly, but the market had a snap about
it, which was In striking coutrast with
some recent market days. There was a
noticeable absence of the ecastern or
“howser’’ stock and their place wus larg:ly
supplied by a better class of stock. It
carnot well be sald that the buoyancy
esterded to any appreciable advance in
prices, In- butchers’ of the best gralzs
there was a demand, which would ba/e
aboorbed considerable miore of that grade if
it had been forthcoming.

Exporters.

Of exporters there was a small supply,
Indeed it is questionable if there was more
than a car load on the market, which could
be properly classified as such, Maybee
Wison & Hall sold 11 extra fine cattle to
Willlam Levack for export purposes. Mrf
Levack paid from $4 to $1.40 per cwt. for
them.

Butehers.

For really good batchers’ there was a
beisk demand, a demgnd that cleaned
up the market early in the day, but in-
ferior stock was usaally slow of sale. For
extra cholce butchers’ as Eigh as $4.25 was
paid, but this was the exception. One fair
load of butchers’ brought $4 per cwt,, and
tkis may be regarded as a fair range of
values. Good, useful butchers’ cattle are
scarce and more would be taken at these
prices. Canners are mwore. plentiful than
usual, the big run of inferior stock on the
market tending to swell this grade, Can-
pers were unchanged, selling from $2.25
per cwt,_ down to ¥1,756 per cwt.
