The St. John Ambulance Association
issued certificates of competency to 13
members of the force, bringing the
total number of holders up to 141.

Pneumatic tires for Ambulance “ A"
have'been ordered as an experiment,

The usual Mounted Patrol has been
maintained throughout the year, with
the same number of men. Four P.C.’s
were dismounted, resuming regular
beat duty in their respective divisions,
and were replaced by others, the ob-
ject being to extend the training. The
horses were cast, and a similar num-
ber purchased. Sickness, sore backs,
ete., have been conspicuously absent,
irdicating care and attention.

The stables at Nos. 1 and 7 Stations
shculd have concrete or brick flooring
to the stalls, instead of wood, as being
more durable and sanitary.:
