FOURTH COUSIN OF 60M PAUL,

Mr. H. A. Kruger, an Electrical Ex-
pert of Pittsburg, in the City,

Henry Amandus Kruger, a fourth cousin
of Oom Paul Kruger, is in the city for
the purpose of demomstrating to some par-
ties prominently interested In the electri-

cal business how electricity can be trans-
mitted very long distances with very ittle
loss of current. He has just come from
Pittsburg, Pa., and his conversation yes-
terday with several sharehoiders of the
Consolidated Electric Company was so In-
tercsting to those gentlemen that Mr.
Kruger has been requested to go more
fully into the subject with them.

While (n Pittsburg Mr. Kruger heard
ahout the intention of transmitting electri-
city from Niagara Falls to Toronto snd
he thought his knowledge on the question
of long-distance currents would be valu-
able in this locality.

*Is it a question of more perfect insala-
tion than is now generally in vogae?”’
asked a World representative of him last
evening.

“Oh, no,” was the reply. “It Is not a
matter of the application of any othe® de-
vice than is now ‘used for the ordinary
purpcses oof insulation. It s all a ques-
tion of having the right class of muchlm;x(-iv
adopted where the power is generated.
Great mistakes are frequently made by
subjecting machinery to too little or too
heavy a power. Exactness in this respect
is the secret of sending electricity thru the
wires the longest distance with the least
loss of curremt.”

Mr. Kruger, of course, thinks that elec-
tricity can be brought to this city from
Niagara far cheaper than it can be gen-
erated here' under any conditions. His
plans are to spend about another week in
Toronto and then return to Pittsburg, in-
tending to return again with appliances to
demonstrate the practicability of the ex-
planations he is at present making for
the transmission of the current.

Of noble descent, Mr. Kruger speaks Eng-
lish with a fluency and accuracy that is
surprising for a foreigner. He has the
prohounced features of those of his race
but the Dutch accent is not noticed in his
speech to any marked degree. He came
out from West Prussia about three yegsrs
ago to Pittsburg, where he has worked at
his profeSsion since.

When asked if he had ever seen Oom
Paul, Mr. Kruger replied promptly that he
had not; that a fourth cousin was not a
very close relative. Heé did not care to
hoast about his ancestors, as it was not
his intention and never would be to iaake
any capital on that score. At any rate he
was too democratic for that sort of thing
efter having.lived in the United States for
three years. The family of Krugers, in-
cluding the ancestors of Oom Paul, came
originally from Pomerania, a province of
Prussia. ~ They spread in all directions for
many years, Paul’'s family going to Hol-
land and thence to South Africa.
