For an hour and a half Robert Ros~
weil Gamey spoke in the legislature
yesterday afternoon. The galleries were
filled to capacity, and hundreds stay:d
around the corridors anxious for the

Hours befotre the open=
ing of the house the crowd began to
pather, and a hundred were comfort=
ably seated at 1 o'clock, From that
time ‘on ‘the crush was great. Mr.
Gamey spoke in ringing tones, but his
language was temperate- He devoted
some time to a dispassionate considera«
tion of provincial issues, assailing the
pulicy of the government on questions
affecting the prosperity of - New On-
tario. As a contribution to the debate,
his speech, shorn of the references to
his own case, was extremely valuable,
ehowing a wide knowledge of affairs
and conditions existing in the north. it
was when Mr. Gamey ventured into the
bribery case that he encountered
trouble. He was called to order sev=
eral times by the Speaker, who object=
ed. to anything being said that referred
directly to the debates of a prévious
session, and to Mr. Gamey speaking
directly to a& member of the house. Fie
was at that time quoting from the poem
by J- G. Holland, which he alleged had
? _boen pirated by the Premier. The Pre=
mier was the Capt. Kidd of Canadian
literature, and he was a political pirate
as well. The Speaker objected to this,
and Gamey quit the subject after ha
