IMlr. Justice Robertson—Then you 
think iwe have the power to Issue an 
order for contempt?

Mr. Osier—Yes, my lord.

Why go to 
the bowels of the constitution?

“Only that I fear that your lord- 
ships are in doubt as to your common 
law rikhts.”

Judge Robertson—We can so order 
when we resume on the 18th.

“Yes, my lord, but we want them 
there on that day.”

Judge Robertson—But under what 
authority can the jailer hold them?

“Under the authority of your lord- 
ships’ orders.”

“Though the court is not sitting?” 
“Yes, my lord; though your lord- 

ships are not sitting.”
Christopher Robinson, Q.C., being 

called upon by the court, at the open­
ing, to aid It in the argument, stated 
at the outset that such an order as 
was here asked had never yet been 
issued by an election court.
