"Over in England there are signs up 
In railway carriages and other public 
places warning against talking about 
military and naval matters. Every pre­
caution is taken to prevent any infor­
mation to get out that the enemy might 
use to advantage. That is one reason 
why, coming back from England, we 

kfeel we must be BO careful what we 
say." The foregoing statement was 

made today by Nursing Sister J. I. Mar- 
« in of the C. A. M. C., who is in the city 
on a few days' furlough, the first since 
going overseas fifteen months ago with 
the Ontario Military Hospital unit 
which mobilized at Toronto. For the 
past two months she has been on duty 
on a hospital ship plying between Eng- 
Band and Halifax, and this is the second 
furlough in Canada.

"What do the people of England think a bout the duration of the war now?" I 
was one of the questions which she felt 
was no betrayal of trust to answer.

Another Year of It.
"A number," she said, "are hoping to 

see it over by the fall. But so far as I 
can make out, the majority are looking 
for another year of it. Perhaps it is 
that they are just now realizing what 
they have been up against. Apart from 
the food rationing and the fact that wo­
men are practically doing all kinds of 
work that was formerly done by men, 
sometimes you would hardly realize a 
war was on even in England. In Lon- 
don, they are arranging for a system of 
lighting the streets again at night. 
There is always plenty of warning when 
the zepps are coming. The zepps haven’t 
been so aggressive lately. It looks as 
if the Germans were putting their en­
ergy on the submarines. The rationing 
of food is one thing that makes people 
realize the war. Two ounces of toast, 
for example, isn't much to get for your 
breakfast in a restaurant if you have a 
good appetite. Two ounces of toast is 
what an individual is allowed to have. 
At that, it is made of war bread, which 
is dark and very close. A baker is un­
der heavy penalty who sells bread be­
fore it is twelve hours old. It seems 
strange to me that they don’t take hold 
and ration supplies now in Canada be­
fore there is a shortage. Any surplus 
is needed to help out overseas. Sugar 
is one of the things that is very hard 
to get over there. Never by any chance 
is it left on the table. The waitress asks 
you if you will have it. and if you say 
‘yes,’ she brings you one lump. It is 
pretty hard on the people who have 
been accustomed to taking five or six.
