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In so, far as the Department of National Health and Welfare
is concerned: 1. Resuits of a study carried out for the Health
Protection Branch by a consulting laboratory indicated no
adverse effects to housewives using a large number of aerosol
products for a period of six weeks. These resuits were pub-
lished in the Canadian Medical Association Journal in July
1974.

2. An interdepartmental ad hoc group of experts is studying
ail facets of aerosol products conta ining F 1l and F 12
fluorocarbons. Industry bas agreed to decrease by one-haîf
their usage of such materials during 1977, and aIl but essential
uses of fluorocarbons as aerosol propellants will be phased out
by December 1978.
