ST. JOHN’S RECORD AS
A HAY SHIPPING PORT

Some interesting etatistics have been
prepared by the wholesale hay exporters
relative to last year’s business. It appears
that from December 1, 1904, to November
30, 1905, the shipments to E=rope of Can-
adian hay; the product of the provinces
of Quebec and Ontario, amoun.ed to 1,-
074,958 bales, The value of these exports
was $800,000, in round figures,

To this quantity must be added the
shipments from (Canada to the United
States, which amounted to as much more,
making a total shipment to foreign coun-
tries of about 2,150,000 bales, worth in
round figures - $1,600,000.

Montreal led all ports in the shipment
of hay this last year, the figures being
510,000 bales, as compared with 205,600
bales for Boston, which was the second
largest shipper of Canadidn hay.

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THE BOARD OF TRADE.

Forestry Convention

At the monthly meeting of the board of
trade yesterday J. Fraser Grego¥y report-
ed on the recent forestry convention at
Ottawa and gave some details as to meth-
ods to be employed to protect the Cana-
dian forests and the lumber industry. A
committee was appointed to take the mat-
ter up and memorialize the government.
An auctign sale of magazines realized $10.
H. B. Schofield occupied the chair and the
following members were present: J. H.
McRobbie, D. J. McLaughlin, J. 8. Gib-
bon, W H. Thorne, 8. 8. Hall, John
Sealy, W. 8. Fisher, Frank Potts, C. E.
L. Jarvis, Harold Schofield, @G. F. Fisher,
J. H. White, Geo. Robertson, M. PP,
J. Fraser Gregory and Ald. Tilley. W. E,
Anderson, secretary of the board, was in

The council reported on matters attend-
ed to. The noti¢es sent out to farmers
with reference to European peasants for
farm help had resulted in 'a number .of
inquiries. The applicants had been put
in communication with W. T. R. Preston,
Canhdian immigration agent. i

Dealing with the question of new in-
dustries the report was as follows:

This committee has held geveral meetings
and a subscription list has been circulated
to provide necessary funds to lssue a state-
ment of our attractions for manufacturers
in illustrated booklet form. This list has
 been heartily received by the business com-
munity and the committee bave yet to record
a single refusal. This is encouraging.

The committee have received several pro-
positions that cannot be made public. These
would need a certain amount of new capital.
I capitalists would enquire. from the com=
mittee ,they could be put in the way of
these enterprizes, One of them would prob-
ably be a good opening for an active part-
| ner. Another would no doubt prove a good
investment m:gr‘ u‘mm.“u it ‘;z f.et;:?&:;

The committee feel however that it is no
part of their work to promote new eénter-
prizes, but rather advertize the community
as an attractive centre for manufacturing
and to bring our advantages to the notice of

C. H. BEasson, manager of the Bank of

Nova Scotia, and John E, Dean, of the
Sun Life office, were elec‘ed members.
. A communication from W. J. Gerald,
deputy minister of the inland revenue de-
partment, stating that J. C. McLennan, of
Toronto University, had been engaged to
deliver a series of lectures on the metrie
system of weights and measures under the
auspices of the boards of trade and far-
mers’ institutes was read. The board was
asked if they desired to ayail themselves of
the opportunity to hear Mr. McLennan,
who would be in the marithme provinces
towards the end of March. The seore-
.tary was instructed to reply that the
board would be pleased to arrange for a,
suitable date.

J. Fraser Gregory, who was a delegate
to the Canadian forestry convention, sub-
mitted the following resolution passed at
the meeting by the representatives of the
boards of trade:

We, representatives of Boards of Trade
throughout the length and breath of the Do-
minion, delegates to the Canadian Forestry
Convention in session assembled:

Resolve, That we heartily approve the in-
terest taken by our national government and
the premier, Sir Wiifrid Laurier, in calling
this convention and the assurance we have
that the preservation of the forest shall reé-
ceiv:u the great attention it requires and de-

mands,

That we will report to our various boards
the valuable ‘léssons we have learned and
‘have them, each and all impress on their
provincial governments the advisability of
following the example now set by the federal
government in taking steps to protect, con-
serve and perpetuate their forests.

Mr. Gregory prefaced his report of the
proceedings at the convention by reading
the letter from Sir Wilfrid Laurier dated
Ottawa, August 21, calling a public con-
vention for Jan. 10-11-12 under. the aus-
pices of the Canadian Forestry Associa-
tion. The communication referred to the
necessity of preserving the streams, to
the ill effects on the water supply in the
older provinces from the clearing of the
soil, to the danger from forest fires owing
to the construction of the transcontinenta]
and other railways and to summoning of
the convention for the purpose of discus-
sion on these lines.

Mr. Gregory said that the preservation
of the forests was clearly one of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier’s own hobbies. As president
of the association, he had taken the chair
at each meeting three times a day dur-
ing the session. The delegates were most-
ly from the west, and the maritime prov-
inces were represeated by one delegate
from P. E. Island, three from Nova
Scotia, Mr, McKean .and himself from 8.
John with thres “delegités from -other
parts of the’ province. G

He was surprised at the progress made
in forestry in the west. As many as
5,000,000 trees had been planted on the
prairies during the last four  years, and
the number was only 'limited by the in-
ability of the nurseries to meet the de-
mand. It was estimated that a hedge for
every foot of its height would afford pro-
tection for a distance of sixteen feet, and
as it grew it became valuable. It was
the opinion in the west that there would
be no difficulty in putting forests all over
the prairie. The practice of cutting the
last vestige of forest for pulp was con-
demned, and the convention was in favor
of restricting the cut on what remained,
and permitting an annual crop so that
the streams on which water power de-
pended might be preserved.

In Quebec, Mr. Gregory continued, it
had been the practice for a settler to ap-
ply for a grant of 100 acres of crown
land, whether suitable for farming or not,
