sample boot, whereas the Western, Re-
liance and Valentine firms’ boots had
been made according to a sample boot
prepared themselves and approved by
the inspectors to save time.

Mr. Brown was asked what urgency
there was in regard to these orders and
said that all he knew was a very short
date of delivery had been given him.

. In these later orders storm calf had
been asked for in every case, and, hc
understood, had been furnished. Out
of 175,608 pairs of boots ordered alto-

her 5,000 pairs had been ordered in

innipeg by the acting minister, Hon.
